Uneasy 
shorts coveted on th© way up and heavy 
long selling was again absorbed, the 
market exhibiting an excellent under- 
tone. Renewed liquidation prompted by 
the late unset tlement in stock* and a 
fueling of uneasiness over the foreign 
situation caused prices to fall back again 
in th** last half hour.
