
Committee Hears 
Business Details- 

of Pure Oil Firm 
Brother of Charles G. Dawes 

on Stand Before Senate In- 

vestigation Body—Com- 
pany Owns 3,200 Wells. 

Washington, Feb. 1.—Details of the 
business of the Pure Oil company 
were presented to the senate oil in- 

vestigation committee by B. Cl, Dawes 
of Marietta, O., president of the com- 

pany and brother of Ch.arles G, 

Dawes, former director of the budget. 
Mr. Dawes said his company had 

3,200 wells with a production In 1932 
of 3,694,800 barrels in Ohio, West 

Virginia, Illinois, Kansas, Oklahoma, 
Arkansas, Louisiana and Texas. 
Production of oil, he asserted, con- 

stituted about 15 per cent of the busi- 
ness of the Pure Oil company. 

Mr. Dawes said that among the 
Pure Oil company's 27,824 stockhold- 
ers there are only two; owning 1 per 
cent of the stock. *These he gave as 

Dawes Brothers, Inc.,- of Chicago, 
with holdings of 3.66 per cent, anil 
the Humphreys Oil company of Mex 

lco, with 1.03 per cent... 
Seventy-five per cent of the em- 

ployes of the Pure Oil'company,‘‘the 
witness said, held stock In the com- 

pany, which has outstanding common 

stock amounting to $64--187.'1. • 

preferred stock outstanding of J20.- 
000,000. 

Regular dividends paid by 'the 

company since its organization in 

1914, and up to last January 1, have 
amounted to $40,507,420, Mr. Dawes 
testified. Stock dividends during the 
same period have .totaled $5,944,97E. 
liesldes these dividends, a 2 per cent 
cash dividend was declared last Sat- 

urday.

Stuhr to Return 
$21,000 Oil Fees 

State Will Get Money Held by 
Former Official Pending 

Result of Suit. 

Lincoln. Feb. 1.—(Special.)—Oov- 
ernor Bryan announced that the $21.- 
000 In disputed oil Inspection fees en- 

trusted with Leo Stuhr, former secre- 

tary of agriculture, was being trans- 

ferred from Stuhr’s private bank ac- 

count to the state's account. 
Oil companies of Nebraska started 

court proceedings months ago to get 
this money returned to them and ob- 

tained a temporary Injunction against 
Its expenditure by Stuhr as secretary 
until the legality of the state's col- 

lection of licenses had been decided In 

court. 
About a week ago, the Douglas 

county district court decided the case 

against the company and as soon m 

Stuhr was officially notified of the 

court's action he released the money. 
The governor asserted that Stuhr 

had exceeded his authority In keeping 
this money In his private account. 
The governor claims hs had directed 
the attorney general to consult 
Stuhr's bondsmen and have them 
force Stuhr to put the money to the 
credit of the state. , 

Stuhr contended he was under court 
order to hold the money until proper 
steps had been taken to dismiss the 

Injunction against him.
