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The United States
Scout  Cruiser Omaha
was built in Tacoma by the

Todd Irydock and Construction
Corporation at a cost of %8,000,000,

It is the fastest navy vessel afloat, sur-
passing even thesmighty Houd of the Bri‘ish
navy. The ecruiser s powered with turbine
developing 105,00 horsepower.  This  horsepowet
turns four propellers and gives the ship a speed of 35
knots an hour. This horsepower turned loose in an electric
lizhting plant would run the lights of a city of 200 060
Inhabitants. Fifty tons of fuel o'l is used an hour and 2,500
gallons of water ix evaporated in the boilers every 10
minutes, The armament of the vessel consists of 1?2 six-ineh
rapid fire guns, four three-inch anti-gireraflt guns, two three-
pounders and two machine guns, It also carries two airplamne
catapults, the latest thing in launching airships from war
vessels, and has two planes on board as regular equipment
and parts for four additional machines In normal
fighting trim the Omaha carries 200 mines and a

mine laying track. There is enough twin and
triple torpedo tubes to fire 10 tornedoes at
a single loadine. The Omaha will carry
