Mix thoroughly, bring ‘o
boiling point, boil hard two minutes,
stirring constantly, add the commer-
wal pectin, Bring to boiling point
agaln, remove from fire, skin, let
stand three minutes agd pour Into
sterilized glasses, The walnut meats
should be agded after conserve is
conked, or may be omitted.
