Norfolk, Holdredge, Loup City, New
Castle, Neligh, Cushing, Winneloon,
Naper and Gibbon were among the
Nebraska towng from which prospee-
tive purchasers of the governor's coal
have written, he sald,

Governoe Bryan told newspaper
men today that he had placed carload
orders for coal for Milligan, Oxford

and Plattsmouth, Neb. Tiach of these
aorders was accompanied by a draft for

550 as part payment in advance, in
accordanee with the governor's
scheme of selling.

The deafts, Indorsed hy the Ne-
braska executive, were forwarded to
1llineis and Colorado mining com-
panies, with whom the governor has
arranged to buy coal for $3 a ton at

the mine,

Tha governor stated today that he
had recelved requests from one large
presa  assoclation and an eastern
newspaper that an outline of his coal
selling plan be telegraphed to them.
Ha also stated that he had received a
tolegram from Washington, D. C.,
signed “A Preceptor,” congratulating

him for his activities.

The governor's plan = that coal

furnished by him be sold without
profit, at & margin not to exceed §2 a

ton over f. o. b, price at place of de-
livery, this amount to cover cost of
handling. 1le does not object to pri-
vata dealers adding §3 a ton to their
prices, he says, becauss they must

make a reasonable profit,
Towa Pioneer Dies.
