small percentage of the receipts for 
a concert. At present prices, the 
gown costs more than one could pos- 

sibiy draw at the tiux office, even 

when the house is completely sold 

out. 
"In America, programs are includ- 

ed in the price of admission, but 

abroad they are usually sold for a 

small sum. Yet when f left Per- 

many, they were charging more for 

the program than for some of the 

cheaper seats. In many cases, the 

fare to reach the concert hall was 

greater than the price of admission. 

Many orchestral concerts have had to 

be abandoned because It was not pos- 
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sible to pay both the musicians anil 

the coal bill without a loss.
