He 
was made train dispatcher in 1899 and 
chief train dispatcher in 1904. In 1915 
he was made trainmaster at Omaha 
and assistant division superintendent 
in 1916. 

He was appointed superintendent 
of the Kansas division with headquar- 
ters at Kansas City In 1918, trans- 
ferred to Cheyenne as superintendent 
in 1920 nnd was made superintendent

Mr. Anderson left Omaha Tuesday 

evening In his private car in ap- 
parently good health. He Is survived 
by the widow and a nephew, William 
Hungerford, who lives with them at 
the Roland apartments, 2107 North 
eighteenth street. 

Mrs. Anderson left this morning for 
Grand Island where funeral services 
will be held.
