have been regarded as the high-water 
mark of international competition. 

The eve of the championships, 
which Includes 26 events, finds the 
camps of the two outstanding con- 
tenders confident but a tnajorlty of 
observers is convinced that the all- 
around team strength of the Amer- 
icans will carry them through to 
victory once more. Finland’s chief 
chance for glory, it is generally be- 
lieved, rests in the possibility of its 
gathering more of (he coveted gold 
medals than the Yankees.
