That woman ls Mrs. Miriam Fergu-
gon, wife of James E, Ferguson,
former governor of Texas, who was
impeached and whose name the state
supreme court refused to permit to
be printed on the ballot for the pri-
mary election held yesterday. Mre.
Ferguson took her husband’'s place
and conducted an intensive anti-Ku
Kilux Klan campafgn throughout the
state, ajded by her husband.

Additional returns from the pri-
mary received tonight put Mrs. Fer
guson second to Felix Robertson, rec-
ognized klan ecandidate for governor,
who leads the fleld of nine guberna-
torial candidates with a total of
108,720 votes. Mrs. Ferguson's total
at this time is 85,000, while that of
Lynch Davidson of this city, who also
ran on antl-klan ticket, is 79,436,

The vote counted thus far is rep-
resentative and is not expected to be
changed greatly by later returns. It
would appear, therefore, that Mrs.
Ferguson and Robertson will be the
run-off candidates, in which event
there are many voters opposed to
women in politics and opposed to the |
klan who will either have to sup-
port Mrs. Ferguson or vote for the
kian candidate.

It is predicted that a considerable
portion of the Lynch-Davidson wote
will go to Mrs. Ferguson, while many
of the ballots cast for the other can-
didates are expected to he spil be-

Basic Industries Decline Nine
Per Cent'in June—22 Per
Cent Below Early
Part of Year.

By Universal Service.
Washington, July 27.—Production
of basic commodities and factory em-

ployment showed further large de-
clines during June and July trade,
hoth wholesale and retail trade being
smaller in volume than a year Aago,
according to the summary of general
business and financial conditions Is-
sued today by the Federal Reserve
board.

The board's Index of production in
basio Industries, adjusted to allow for
personal varlations, declined about 9
per cent in June to a point 22 per
cent below the level of the first two
months of the year,

Iron and steel and cotton manufac-
turing Industries continued to show
the most marked curtallment of ac-
tivity, and decreases were general in
other Industries. Factory employment
decreased 3 per cent in June, the
metal, automeobile, textile and leather
industries reporting  the largest re-
ductions in forces. Valus of bullding
contracts awarded in June was §
per cent smaller than in May, though
4 per cent larger than In June of last
year.

Conditlon of the corn erop on July

Polish Man and Wife, Whose
Crimes Exceed All Former
Horrors, Killed for
Greed.

Berlin, July 27.—An American was

one of the 51 victims who lost thelr
lives In the murder campalgn with
knives and revolvers by Stanislav and
Germanida Zbonski, the couple which
now is cowering In jall at Grodno,
Poland, awalting its doom,

This fact was brought out as police
gradually uncovered the trail of blood
and crime which outdoes anything ip
eriminal annals or fiction. Both the
husband and wife have confessed, but
each blames the other for the long
list of horrible crimes.

The woman admits ghe knew of the
murders, but claima she never had
anything to do with them. Zbonskl,
however, blames his wife and says
her's was the will and braln behind
the crimes, he only being her tool.

American One of Victims,

From these confesslons and rival

accusations, police gradually are re-
constructing the erimes and unravel-
ing the threads that lead to the iden-
tity of the victims, many of whose
names the couple themselves Aid not
know.
'u According to his confession, Zbon-
skl killed an American whose name
has not been ascertained, during the
falr of the east at Lemberg in 1921,
The American was one of the many
visitors attending the fair, Zbonskl
and his wife, together with an ac-
complice named Karlickl, made
friends with the American, represent-
ing themselves as merchants.

At the first opportunity when the
three were alone with him, Karlicki
seized the American and held him
tightly while Zbonaki seized a dagger
and cut the American’s throat, nearly
severing the head from the body.
They then rgbbed his body of all pos-
sesnions, Zhonski admitting that the
loot amounted to about §8§,000.

Surpasses All Horrors.

The career of this murderous coupls
surpasses anything known in ancient
or modern timeas for horrors. They
worked in and from the vilest reglons
in the underworld, such as are de-
scribed In some of the turbid Russian
novels. The number of their victims
is greater than that of any other
wholesale slayer. The only compar-
able to them was Carl Scheibner, the
highway robber and bandit who re
cently hanged himaelf in his cell at
Glogau, Ellesia. He was charged with
40 murders, though only 10 of them
weres proved.

London, July 27.—Important devel-
opments relating to the part the
['nited States has played in the in-
terallied conference are expected
when the experts reassemble tomor-
row morning in Downing street,

Since the conference was dead-
locked a week ago on the question of
security for a loan to Germany, thera
has been a growing feeling in Ameri-
can officla]l ecircles against recurrent
reports that the whole difficulty has
been caused by the unylelding atti-
tude of American bankers who, ae-
cording to newspapers, have sought
to put thelr views on political, as
well as economic questions before the
conference.

Frank B. Kellogg, American am-
bassador, has expressed the cpinfon
that theres have been considerable
misrepresentations of the efforts of
American bankers to protect In-
veators In a German loan, and to-
night from other authoritative
sources it Is Intimated that the
American observers are unwilling
that the miscorception of what ac-
tually has happened should continue.

Report to Be Reconsidered.

The subject of activities of the
American bankers likely will be
brought up when the experts meet
tomorrow morning at 11 to recon-
sider the report which they formu-
lated July 19 and which proved so
unsatisfactory to the British and
American flnanciers, whose advice
was asked with regard to the se-
curity provided in the report. BSinge
the bankers stated their views the
conference has bhean deadlocked.
Formula after formula has proved
unacceptable, either to the bankers
or to the French.

Tomorrow the ideas which the ex-

perts developed during the week-end
will be presented to the conference;
