Labor to Commit
Itself to No One
Political Party

So Declares Samuel Gompers
on Eve of Meeting to Con-
sider Policies of
Candidates.

Atlantic City, N. J., July 30.—Only
one thing can be sure as to the po-
litical policy of the American Federa-
tion of Labor in the roming campalgn,
its president, Samuel Gompers, de-
clared today, and that is that “we
shall commit ourselves to no political
party as partisans."

Mr. Gompers' assertion was made
in a statement issued on the eve of

the meeting here of the federation's
executive counell, in which he dis
cussed the political problems now con-
fronting leaders of organized labor,
and added:

Wil Consider Platforms.

“Neither I nor any other person
can say what will be the result of
the deliberations of our executive
coupeil untll those deliberations have
miftured.”

While the statement did not touch
upon the efforts to procure the en-
dorsement of the federation for Sen-
ators La Follette and Wheeler, presl-
dential and vice presidential candi-
dates, respectively, of the third ticket
organization. Mr. Gompers agreed
that particular interest attached to
the session. The federation would
proceed to “consider men and plat-
forms on the basis of their service,
past and promised, to the wage earn-
ers and the great masses of the peo-
ple of our country,” he said, and
promised a vigorous campalgn before
the electorate for the candidates
found sultable,

“Principles, Not Parties”

“Our great movement {8 firmy con-
vinced as a result of long practice
that the one hope for the wage earn-
ers on the political field lies in being
partisan to principles and not to po-
itlcal organizations.”

Mr. Gompers sald in the last cam:
palgn, “we supported candidates rep
resenting four political parties. As
a result of that support, and as a
result of the support which the
friends of labor were able to give,
there were elected to the last house
of representatives 170 progressive
members, the great majority of whom
have since justified the failth reposed
in them by service rendered.

Justice Caverly ruled:

“I have the right to know whether
these two boys are competent to
plead guilty or not gullty.”

The dispute flared up within a few
minutes of court assembly.

Alienist Struck Dumb,
When Willilam A, White, psychia-

trist, of Washington, D. C., WiS
called by Darrow immediately after
the state formally rested {ts case,

Crowe rose with his neck halr bristl-
ing.

“Object — incompetent, irrelevant,
Immaterial he barked, and bit off
Dr. White's offer of his name and ad-
dresa at the middle initial,

Since that moment, the alienist
from the east has been a wax work
on the witness stand, struck dumb by
the exceeding volubllity of the mob
of attorneys who have set out to In-
sert an encyclopedia of medico-legal
jurisprudence betwen his name and
his address.

Officer Accused of Beating
Rosetta Duncan Held to
Grand Jury—Audience

Cheers Decision.

Chicago, July 30.—Police Magistrate
Henry G. Williams of Evanston to-
day ended temporarily the argument
in his court as to whether the police
of Cicero beat Rosetta Duncan,
comedienne and the "“Topsy' of the
stage, or Whether Mlss Duncan as
saulted the policemen, by ordering
Charles Widlock, one of the officers,
held to the grand jury under §1,000
bond on a charge of assaulit with in-
tent to kill

A big audience of court fans which
had been forced to adjfo from an
Evanston theater rented|{by the jus
tice for the occasion to another bufld-
ing when the theater management
wanted the bullding for a matinee,
greeted the decision with cheers.

Rosetta testified during the day
that she was beaten by Widlock and
several other policemen when she
attempted to “joke' with' them about
arresting her brother, Harold, for a
traffic law violation while the Dun-
cans and friends were driving through
Cicero the Fourth'of July., She suf-
ferad a broken nose, a cracked rib, a
blackened eye and a twisted wrist,
she sald.

The burly officers had another
story to tell. They claimed that Miss
Duncan botameé abusive and that
when they attempted to restrain her,
she not opnly scratched them, but bit
and kicked as well. They exhibited
scratches and bruises as substantia-
tion of the injuries. Attorneys for
the policemen maintained that Wid-
lock might accidentally have struck
Rosetta’'s nose, but declared that the
officer could not thus have broken it.

An assistant state's attorney desig-
nated Policeman Widlock's fist as a
"deadly weapon,” maintaining that
Miss Duncan weighed only 110
pounds, while the officer tipped the
scales at 225, and that the difference
in avolrdupolz made the attack upon
the plaintiff an attempt to Llll

Washington, July 80—Disclosures in
Lendon today that the British gow-
ernment had made formal representa-
ticns to the United States and Japan
contending that in its opinion any
increase in the elevation of the guns
of existing battleships under the fiag
of any nation signatory to the Wash-
ington naval limitation treaty would
be a breach of that treaty, gave an
entirely new aspect to the discus-
silon of this subject which has been
in progress in this country for two
years or more,

The announcement was met with
complete silence on the part of offi-
clals at the State department, bhut
at the Navy department, Secretary
Wilbur, speaking on the basis of press
reports and not upon any officlal
representations he may have seen, de
clared that “it is a good idea to have
the question raised in order to have
it settled" The announcement fr
London, it is believed in this con
rection, has served to give the fgues
tion a diplomatic status jt has not
hefore known,

"o Reply to England.

Bo far as known, the Washingtor
Eovernmant has taken no steps to
ward replying to the British repre
scntations. It is belleved that the
communication referred to in the
house of commons by Arthur Ponson
by, under secretary for foreign af
fzirs, was transmitted severzl weeks
ago at least, In view of this. it is
evident that the Washington govern-
ment sees no reason for urgency in
dealing with the situation,
