Again urging a better understand-
ing among individuals, the president
declared the development o fhumanity
requires fellowshlip.

Avoids Politics,

Mr. Coolldge confined his remarks
to his selected topie of fraternallsm,
not touching at any time directly on
politics and the campaign.
