William A. Macoubrie, former presl- 
dentand sales manager of the Nebr- 

aska Farmers’ Co-operative Oil com- 

pany, came into district court Wed- 
nesday with a petition to have the 
maintenance money for his daughter, 
Billie Oween, 6, cut from $50 a 

month to $25 a month.

Impression to sell his wares, be de- 
clares. 

Since the dlvoree of his wife, Min- 
nie, in 1921, Macoubrie has paid her 
more than $5,000 In alimony and 
maintenance money.
