New TYork, Sept. 18.—Co-partners
of George R. Christian in the long
established Wall street firm of Day &
Heaton, which went into bankruptcy
Yesterday after they fought a short-
age of some $700,000 announced to-
night they are dotermined to find
and punish him, )

A dragnet covering the continents
and prineipal cities of Europe, North
and South America, was prepared to-
night. It is belleved that he will be
easily identified because he weighs
240 pounds.

Despite institution of an Internal
eearch by private detectives on behalf
of his victimized fellow partners, In-
vestigators are inclined to believe
that Christian is in hiding somewhere
in New York city. Provided he has
sufficlent money for his needs, it is
belleved possible that he might safe-
ly spend the rest of his days in this
city without being found, whereas he
™= ht be instantly recognized_.by de-
tgctives in other cities. '

Partners Dumbfounded.
The other partners, who took great

pride for raisings the absconder from |

messenger boy to partner in ‘one of
the conservative firms on the stock
exchange, were dumbfounded today
when they realized they kmew noth-
ing of his personal life and did not
even know his address,

Seventeen. years ago Christian
slarted with the firm. His diligence
a evident grasp of the markets
h:ﬁnd him in his rise. Five years
ago, 1the rotund, genial middle-aged
man ' was made one of the five part-
ners'of the firm.

They mever thought to make in-
quiries regarding him. George was
simply not that kind of a fellow.
Someone of the firm today dug up a
dusty memorandum showing Chris-
tlan's address as 790 Washington ave.
nue, Brooklyn. Detectives learned
lie had never lived there,

Two of the partners today recalled
they. once had heard Christlan men-
tion something abonpt his wife,

They are not sure, however. They
are not sure of anything and they
are dumbfounded at their own accept-
ance of a man pf whom they knew
abgolutely nothing except that he
came to work every day.

Left on Vagation.

On: August 15, Christian Teft for a
three weeks' vacation at a Canadian
resort. He falled to return. Several
tlays passed. The firm wired the
Cunadian place and recelved a repiy
to the effect that they did not know
Christian. It was then they first
learn there was no home address
in the office: ¢ '~ " * " !/ ?

Preliminary examination of the
hooks, which places the estimated
ehortage at $700,000, indicates Chris-
tian used securities of the firm—
which he removed from the vaults—
to cover his losses, beginning last
May, in Colorado Fuel and Ironm,
American Woolen, Baldwin Locomo-
tive apd American Can. He is said
to have sold ghort heavily and in his
attempts to recoup the losses with
“horrowed'' securities, fell more deep-
1y into debt.

Governor Small Has Fate of Grant,
Alleged Chicago Slayer, in Hands

Chicago, Sept. 10.—How to prove
to Governor Len Small that he is
not guilty of murder and shoulu
have his freedom, was the big proh-
lem for Bernard Grant today. The
application for executive clemency
is before Governor Smali and wil
he acted upon before October 17,
the date set for Grant to hang.

The application asks a full par
don. Grant believes he will get It
it he can get evidence collected
slnce his conviction, Lefore the gov-
ernor, .

The application contalns no hint
that a pardon is being asked for
Grant, a 19-year-old boy, because
'Nathan Leopold and Richa.d Loei
were sentenced to the penitentiary
after pleading gullty of murder.

Thomas E., Swanson, Grant's ai-
torney, feela that the Leopold and
I.oeb case has nothing to do with
the case of hi= cllent, although it
was the demand of the pubijc tha.
Grant be spared because Leopold
and Loeb were not given the ex
treme penalty,

Letters Pour in.

Had It not been for this demand
coming from the public, tha Grani
case might never have been re-
opened and the new evidence
brought to the attention of the gov.
ernor,

Letters and telegrams asking that
Grant be saved continued to pour
in today. They wera received nat
the governor's office In Springfl id,
at Attorney Bwanson's office and
by Grant himself In the courty jain

thelr testimony In his behalf. He
hasn’'t enough money to pay the ex-
penses of ali of them but today a
money order by telegram for $39
was recelved from Miss Ruby Sim-
onds of Peoria.

“That will pay the way of ai
least one witness,"” sald Grant, Tt
has heen estimated that the ex.
pense of each witness would ay-
proximate §50,

Grant contends he can substanil
ate every claim made in his petition
to the governor. Among these are.

Makes Four Claims,

That he did -not kill Ralph Bou
ders, the policeman.

That he did not receive a fali
and impartinl trial.

That Walter Krauser, who corn
fessed he fired the fatal shot, has
repudiated his testimony at the
trial that Grant was his companion.

That Daniel D, Giass, nlanager of
the store where the holdup and
murder occurred, did not identily
Grant as one of the holdup men,

The application also sets out that:

“Your petitioner shows thiat by
reason of the Incompetency of his
counsel, the record of his trial was
not preserved so aw Lo enahle hina
to obtain a review by tha suprem?
conrt of the many prejudical er
rors oceurring In the trial™

CGirant's attorney was killed Yo
fore the case was taken to Lhe sa-
preme court. Swanson was re-
talned and he has developed A& masa
of evidence that should have beern
laid before the trial court. He hopes
to get this before Governor Bmall.
He expressed conviction that the
governor will at least eommute the
sentence to life imprisonment.
