U. S. Statute Amended.

Judge Woodrough's decision was
prompled by the amendment of the
Unlted Statea statutes on March 4,
1923, so that the federal law no long-
er prohibits the state from classifica-
tion of shares of national bank stock
ag different from bonds, notes or
other evidences of indebtedness in
the hands of individual citizens.

Suits of the national and state
Panks of Nebragka in 1022 for en-
Jointhg collection of more than 206 per
cent of the mill rate levi on true
value of stock were upheld by both
federal and Nebraska supreme courts,
which ruled that the state statute on
the taxation.of stock conflicted with
the 1'nited States statutes,

Judge Woodrough ruled that, be:
cause of the federal statute amend-
ment, there were no longer grounds
to enjoin enforcement of the method
gdnpted by Nehlragka legislature of
921,

Bank attorneys argued that the
state law was null and .vold, when
pasged because it conflicted with the
federal statute and therefore ecun:
tinued to be null and vold after the
TUnited States nmendment was made
The recent opinion stgted that, with
the passing of the federal statute, the
glate law became of full effect.

Impediment Remaved,
* Judge Woodrough states: ‘The
amendment of the federal statute on
March 4, 1023, removed the impedi-
ment to general and completa opera-
tlon of the method of taxing shares
of stock in state and national banks
enacted by the state legislature in
1921, and that applicable rule which
settles the question here In favor of

Hundreds Klllcd
in China Battle

Lines
Drenched by Shrapnel

Fire.

Shanghal, Sept. 28.—Hundreds of
Chinese soldlers were killed and many
others wounded this morning on a
six-mile front from Nansiang to Malu
when armiles of rival mlilitary gov-
ernors fighting for possession of
Shanghal continued hostllitles with
mpetuous intensity.

According to a witness who re-
turned this afternoon after traversing
the sector from Nansiang to Malu,
west of Shanghal, both sides were
drenching the lines with shrapnel.

Numerous rellef stations behind the
six-mile Chekjang front wers filled
with wounded today, while scores of
others were arriving on stretchers.

The dead have heen left where they
fell, according to the witness, and
this practice has resulted In a car-
rlon odor extending over the whole
hattle area.

The offensive, which has resulted
in continuous firing since it opened
Saturday morning, has enabled
Chekiang forces to drive the
Kiangsu troops back six miles, ac-
cording to Gen. Hsal Chao-lin, com-
mander of the Cheklang forces In the
center of activities,

Reports that Sungklang, a city of
50,000 inhabltants 28 miles south of
Shanghal, was being looted, were re-
celved here tonight.

More Chekiang alrplanes flew over
the western district of Shanghal to-
davy on thelr way to the front, but
no reports were recelved of thelr aec-
tivities.
