Much of the early selling of wheat was
erédited to seaboard intérests who ware
thought to be nmngou t of mpeculative
lines, Winnipeg futu were relatively
eRsY COMPAr with Lhitlta. all of which
stayed what bullish Interest the market
muy have received, Other graina wers
easy, e¢specinlly rye, Holders had trouble
in selling this grain.

Plt Notes.

For the week ,prtmary receipts of wheat
totalled 18,782,000 bughels, against
19,918,000 b!uh 8 last week and 8,346,000

bushels for tha same week Jast vear.
This tells the story of the weakness in
the wheat pit, if it can ba called such. In
truth ths market has displayed excellent
resistance to this unprecedented flow of
grain from the farms which ordinarlily
would break prices severaly,

It seems llket l'l‘lat this enormous run
nf cash whea f talen largely by
Interests whn hum ra th in its ultimate
value. Certainly hsdging sales have not
heen as burdensome as they apparently
should be in the pit. The trouble with
tha market of lata was that it lacked
puhlle interest. On the aswells In prices,
which were many, support Invariably
gave out the last week and_ thoae who
hnc urchased early were finally dis-

ndged.

A falllng off in the movement of wheat
of material amount Is quite likely after
the election. * Farmers have been rush-
ing their grain to market for two reasons
Firat, becauss they needed thes monsy in
many instances and secondly, because an
idea prevailed in the country that prices
would drop following elaction day.

The Canadian run of wheat is gradu.
