Just south of Kalamazoo is Cas-

sopolis. Hitherto the latter has beea
completely overshadowed by the in-
ternational fame of the former., But
henceforth (‘assopolis will have more
assurance of occupying a place in
history than Kalamazoo, for Cassopo-
lis |= the home of a young man whose
name will always be associated with
those of the greatest navigators and
explorers of all time,

In the words of Arthur Brisbane,
"History will forever record, if only
in two lines, the dates and names con-
nacted with the first human flight
around the world.” And among these
was Lieut. Leigh Wade of Cassopolis.

Lelgh Wade was the pilot of the
fli-fated world eruiser Boston that
went down in the North Atlantic.
Everything on board was lost except-
ing the mascots, two stuffed monkeys
that Leigh and his flying associate,
“"Hank" Ogden, insisted on rescuing.
Put in recognition of the wonderful
flight that Wade and Ogden had
made, a =econd plane,\the Boston II.,

was sent north so that they eould
continue the flight.
Leigh, or rather “Happy' as this

“flying shelk' is known to his friends,
has flown nearly every contrivance
hoth safe and unsafe that was ever
designed to leave the ground. Before
he was selected to clreumnavigate the
world by air Leigh was one of the
chief test pilots in the United States
alr service.

Rroncho Breaking Relatively Tame.

Breaking bronchos, as most of us
know, Is a dangerous game, But com-
pared to testing new airplanes that
have never before been off the ground
and that may bhe improperly designed
or faulty in construction, breaking
untamed mustangs is a harmless pas-
time fit only for kindergarien chil
dren.

S0 Leligh Wade had had more
thrills in his short career hefore he
set forth to fly around the globe than
a hundred of the most of us have to
vur combined lives,

On his mother's side of the family
l.eigh's ancestors came over on the
Mavflower and were of the old Eng-
lish nobility, His father's parents and
relatives were Canadlans. ILeigh was
born on a farm three milea from Cas-
sopolls, Mich., on February 2, 1897.
He attended the traditional little red
country school house and got his first
taste of town life when he went to
hizh =school in Cassopolis. Mathe-
matles was about the only study that
interested him, but whatever enthusi-
asm he may have lacked regarding
his onther classes ha more than made
up with the enthusiasm that he put
into esports.

Moonlight and Maid.

His firet adventure was inspired
fust as adventures are usually In.
apired—by moonlight and a fair
maiden. Leizgh met and wooed the
voung lady on one of Michigan's pie-
turesque lakes near Cassopolis one
moonlight night.

Instead of accepting his suggestion
that they elope Kalamazoo, the
voung lady, who happened to be from
the badlands of Dakota, dared Lelgh
tn go out west and first demonstrate
tn har that he was not a tenderfoot by
dning a man's work harvesting on one
of the great grain ranches,

“Happy" Lelgh took the dare,
enught the next train, and liked Da-
linta a0 well that he soon forgot the
matd whom he had in the moon:
light back at Cassopolis,

After the work of harvesting was
over he entered upon the slightly less
rugged pursult of mixing ice cream
soldas in a drug store. 1lis dream of
lecoming a drugglet went up in the
smoke of war when the boys of Edge-
lev, N. D, lured him Into the First
North Dakota Infantry of the national
guard.

He went with this organization to
the Mexican border near Brownsville
to lend General Pershing a hand in
corralling tha elusive Pancho Villa,
in whose air force Wade's future
world fight commander, Lieut. Lo-
well Smith, had heen serving.

As soon aa ['nels Sam lined up with
the allles “Happy' Leigh volunteered
for the alr service and went to To-
ronto {0 do his training with the
royal air force. Although up to that
time he had never been up in an alr-
plane, he took to the air naturally.
He learned to fly in less time than it
usually takes a bird,

Instructor at Issoudun.

After instructing In Texas for n
eliort while he was ordered to France
and made a great record as an In-
structor on Nieuports at Issoudun,
the largest American army aerial in-
siruction center. Later he was one
of two pilota selected in start acro-
hatie Instruction—looping, egldeslips,
Immelmann turns, vertical banks, tafl
eping, nose dives, and all of the other
stunts that pllots might be obliged to
use in combat work over the lines,

Not long afterward he was ordered
to Paris and given his first appoint-
mwent as a test pilot to try out the
planes America was buying from the
¥French, He held this job untll the
armistice. Before returning to
America he spent montha In scouring
France, plecking up alrplanes left here
and there, and flying them in to the
main  depot at Romorantin, mnear
Tours,

Also he would go up to the frontier
and fly back the planes that the Ger-
mana were surrendering to the allies.
Py the time he had been ordered
home he had flown just about every-
thing in Kurope that was flyahle.

Lieut. Leigh Wade, the Michigan boy, affectionately known to his asso-
ciates and the public as “Happy" Leigh, one of the most daring of the
round-the-world-fliers,

vided him with enough thrills to eat-
isfy any man.

One of his pals had been killed the
year before, and a spot had bheen left
where the crash occurred, One day
Leigh went up to try out a new pur-
suit plane. At about 2,000 feet while
doing a nose dive to test the ailerons
the latter locked tight and wouldn't
budge. The plane kept on diving
straight toward the earth at terrific
speed. He was descending right over
the place where hls friend had met
his death,

Would Be Grease Spot.

"I could see the spot,”” sald Lelgh,
“"and I thought surely T was going to
hit it. T kept saving over and over
to myself, ‘Well, 1 I'm going
o make another grease spot just like
