Witness Testifies Fulton Was
to Take Dive in Fight With Fuente

08 ‘ANGELES, Cal, Nov. 26—
L “I'm going to take a dive and
get 87,500 for doing it.”

It was not Apnette Kellerman, but
husky Fred Fulton, St. Paul heavy-
weight pugllist, and he made the
above statement to James MeNeal,
Hollywood banker, two days before he
fought Tony Fuente In an asserted
“fake” bout in Los Angeles, accord.
ing t6 testimony given today by Me-
Neal at the hearing of charges against
the two fighters and their managers.

Fulton and his manager, Jack Red-
dy, and Tony Fuente and his director,
Fred (Windy) Winsor, gasped as the
Hollywood banker took the stand as
the first important witness in the
investigation of charges that the
quartet participated in a prize fight
in violation of California law, and
unwound his-story, McNeal, an old
friend of Fulton, said Fulton told
him he did not have to be In condi-
tion to fight Fuente, “as the thing
was all fixed,” and he was ready
“to do his diving act.”

James J. Jeffrles, former world
champion heavywelght: Tom Jones,
manager of three former world cham-
plong, and scores of other ring cele
britles, summoned as witnesses In
the case, were convulsed with laugh-
ter as the trial progressed,

Attorneys for Fuente and Winsor
