Now York, Deo. 29.—There were cross 
currents enough today in the stock mar- 
ket to make it one of the most Irregular 
sessions or the year. Various Issues in 
which the transactions were in large vol 
uine had advances of from 3 to 7% points. 
At the same time, there were declines of 
2 to 4 points in eight or 10 Issues ot 
fall prominence. 

Most of the news bearing on the mar 
ket was bearish. Call money went to 

per cent, the highest since April. 
Railroad reports were of various charac- 
ters, some good and some otherwise. For- 
eign exchange was strong, sterling being 
at 47 t *». the highest since 1919. when 
the eurrem > went unpegged by the lit it 
iah government. 

One factor that had more direct bear- 
ing on the bond market perhaps than 
the stock market was the position taken 
by France in relation to her war debt. 

The regular leaders of the stock mar- 
ket did not play such a prominent part 
as usual. Radio corporation exceeded V. 
S. Steel In volume of transactions, and 
Simms Petroleum was unusually active. 

Ralls w.*re comparatively neglected and 
most of them were lower. Various of the 
independent steels were strong. Indus- 
trials. as a rule, were droopy. Sugar, 
with few exceptions, was weak. So were 
most of the merchandisers, the coppers, 
and various of the motor stocky. 

Despite the remarkably largo advances 
In some of the issues heavily dealt, in, 
the net result was an average decline of 
about two-fifths of a point in the rails, 
and more than half a point in tho in- 
dustrials. Transactions again exceeded 
2,000,000 shares. 

After a little show of strength early In 
the session, the grains turned weak. Ex- 
port business was very small and domestic 
demand was hesitant at present prices. 

c’otton was clue to open aligthly lower, 
hut an unusual number of buying orders 
which had accumulated over Sunday led 
to a wide spread in prices In the first few 
minutes of business, some of the options 
being up to 30 or more points. •
