Washington, Jan. 2.—The senate 
postoftiee committee approved today 
the iidministration bill providing for 
increases in postal salaries and rates. 

Hate increases recommended by the 
l’ostotfice department, however, were 

redpportioned so that second class 
mail will be charged considerably less 
than originally proposed. 

The bill would be effective on April 
15 tills year, and terminate February 
15, 11)26. It provides, however, for 
creation of a joint congressional com- 

mittee to conduct hearings on the 
rate increases and report to congress 

by the iirst week of the next regular 
session.
