Julv wheat registered a new 
high for the season early and managed 
to maintain part of Its gain to the last.

changed to Ho higher, and rya ruled un- 
changed. 

For the last f<*rv days support has 
V»een inclined to waver on the advance* 
1n» the wheat pit. Absorption on the 
breaks has been timely and the market 
Las rallied repeatedly, but Its action has 
suggested to many that long* were 
o’detiy letting go at advantageous levels. 
The manner in which the market digests 
the recent selling will probably decide 
*he course of prices for the next day or 

Kxport business was moderate. Sales 
d'd not oxceed 400.000. Italy took some 
• iurunis. Liverpool closed d V* penre 
higher. Snot wheat in that market was 
firmer. The strength ihero was credlten 
■to the Improved continental Inquiry for 
southern hemisphere grain. 

Torn developed considerable buoyancy 
niter a slow start nnd shot tip to new 
tops for the year, but the weakness in 
wheat attracted enough selling of the 
yellow cereal late in the day to forfeit 
practically all gains. In the trade the 
belief spread that leading holders wero 
getting out of their lines. The demand 
for cash corn was active early and bids 

the country were advanced but spot 
prices sofetened late In the day. 

Oats were In moderate trade and moved 
■"ithin a narrow range, closing steady to 
firm. 

Thera was considerable selling of rye 
late in the day by a house with seaboard 

onnectlons which closed the May deliv- 
ery heavy. 

Provisions advanced early with grains, 
but. reacted to a lower close. Lard was 

‘6 to 7Vic lower and ribs were 2’i to 
171-* lower. 

TH Notes. 
The re^ islons upward In the estimates 

for the Australian wheat crop, and the 
I Increasing shipments "f wheAt from th? 
southern hemisphere have tended to 
make buyers uf the leading cereal go 
slow at. the moment. Southern hemis- 
phere farmers are apparently selling as 
much wheat at these levels as possible, 
and while the world will probably well 
absorb all supplies available this year, 
the rush of grain from the Argentine 
and Australia may possibly cause temper, 
ary weakness. 

Domestc news has more or less of a 
steadying effect on the world wheat 
■ot&rket. Premiums In all markets are 
Tvetl maintained and stocks at terminals 
me decreasing. Minneapolis stocks de- 
creased 125.000 bushels for five days 
u4iile Kansas <’lty stocks have been low- 
ered mote raoidly. There were reports 
fmm the southwest late in the day that 
farmers were consigning wheat on. a lit- 
tle freer scale. 

Spreaders have been busy the last few 
davs In selling May wheat and buying 
July In the way of evening up Also 
there have been purchases of the Julv 
wheat against sates of th“ nearby month 
by traders who believe that the present 
difference between the two months 1s too 
great. Last year May wheat sold less 
than 2c over the July, while last night it 
waA 26c over. It Is not unlikely but 
that the difference will narrow consider- 
ably during the next few weeks. 

Broomhall. the foreign statistician, 
rinds that at the start of the calendar 
year there were around 49?.000,nn0 bushels 
wheat available or nearly available In 
Pdrplug countries. He estimated for 
North America 224.000,oo* bushels This 
• mount Is entirely out of line with what 
the domestic trade figures there remains 
Tor export. Most experts believed that 
the United States has less than 60,000,- 
4»00 bushels wheat for sale at the start 
«f January, while Canada was not be- 
lieved to have more than that amount.
