Although the fllere
had heen around the world, the in
stant thelr wheels touched ground at
Coronado, It also was true that at
Santa Monica, on the outskirts of
Los Angeles, was where the world
erulsers were bullt, and it was there
that they first entered the air. Seat
tle, on the other hand, had been the
point of departure from this country,
and there is no denying the fact that
all of the fliers looked upon their trip
up the coast from southern Callfnrnia
to Puget Sound as & mere trial flight
tn mee if the planes were satisfactory.
Before the arrival at Spattle thelr
world flight insignia had not yet heen
painted on them, and they had not
even been named.
