RECEIVE SENTENCE 
Both Must Serve Two Years 

in Prison and Pay Fines 
of $10,000 Each.

Chicago, Feb. 4.—Charles R. Forbes, 
former director of tbe veterans’ bu- 
reau. and John AV. Thompson, 
wealthy St. Louis contractor, today 
were sentenced to two years’ im- 

prisonment In Leavenworth peniten- 
tiary and $10,000 fines by Federal 
Judge George A. Carpenter. 

They were found guilty by a jury 
January 30, of conspiracy to defraud 
the government in the allocation of 
veterans’ hospital contracts and re- 

ceived the maximum sentence. 

The court granted a 30-day stay of 
sentence for the filing of an appeal 
and defense counsel indicated the 
case would be immediately appealed.
