‘While these reports 
received little eredence, the best explana- 
tion r*f-the enormous liquidation In wheat 
the last few days is the public's shat- 
ter# tl confidence in tho present market.

business around 700,000 bushels wheat for 
the day. Liverpool closed HtyTid higher. 

Liquidation in corn, attracted almost 
completely by the weakness In wheat, 
forced this grain down sharply, but In the 
last hour native buying was uncovered 
and prices made a good recovery, with 
Urn close moderately lower.

Liquidation In wheat today was fairly 

general and at. the close of the day the 
majority in the trade were inclined to 
believe It was about complete. May 
wheat tl the low point showed a loss 
of 20 ■«u from the high made recently. 
The break wiped out much of the hold- 
ing* credited io .the public. News re- 
garding tho fundamental situation in 
wheat was little changed. 

Tho tenor of foreign new* was en- 
cou ragtag, but little attention was paid. 
Liverpool displayed a remarkably strong 
undertone by closing higher in face of 
the drastic break in North American 
markets on Thursday. Cibles from there 
said offerings of new crop southern 
hemisphere wheat were email, and that 
drouth reports from the continent at- 
tracted fresh, buying, cash and specula- 
tive. 

The entry of politics into the present 
wheat market, with urging* ou the part 
of some legislators for wheat Investign# 
tions. together with efforts for farm re- 
lief. hat gone fur in leading to the de- 
moralization or the bulla. However, 
there v.ns an excellent class of buying 
under $1.88 for the May wheat, down to 
SI.83 late in the day. 

The demand for cash wheat In most 
markets of this country has been in- 
clined to hesitate the last few days, and 
as a result premiums have dropped. 
Premiums for the lower grades of wheat 
were as much as 3e lower today. South- 
west points *tohl of a slow demand. It 
seems odd. however, that with the de- 
mand for wheat In different parts of the 
country supposedly light, especially !u 
1 he southwest, that stock* should keep 
decreasing so rapidly. For four day* 
Kansas City stock* of wheat decreased 
over &no.'M s. Stocks at various 
port* also are decreasing.
