Joseph Smith Slain.

It was at Carthage, Ill., that
Joseph Bmith and his  brother,
Hyrum, were murdered on June 27,
1844. Thirty years after that mur-
der one could still see the blood-
stains on the boards about the old
well., The old wooden curb long since
disappeared, and where the well was
there is only a depression in the
ground. But the old stone jall still
stands. It is mow the property of
the Utah church, as Is the birthplace
of Joseph Smith,

The magazine articles about Brig-
ham Young, Mrs, Anderson paints
out, are unfalr to Joseph Smith, Mrs.
Anderson has protested vigorously to
the edltors of the magazine. It is
evident that the author went to Salt
Lake City for his information. The

Mrs, Anderson has spent a great
deal of time and considerable money
in tracing the family history bhack
for many generations, and on both
sides, She Is a member of the Soclety
of Daughters of Founders and Pa-
triots of America, the ['nited States
Daughters of 1812, the Daughters of
American Colonists and of the Daugh-
term of the American Revolution. In
rach of these socleties her member-
ship is based on the honorable line-
age of her grandfather, Joseph Smith.
Her membership Iin the Soclety of
Mayflower Descendants was granted
the lineage of her grandmother,
Bmma Hale Bmith. . The Daughters
of the American Revolution verified
the revolutlonary service of six an-
cestors, three on the Smith side and
three on the Hale side,

Never Sanctioned Polygamy.

“All assertions to the contrary, Jo-
seph Smith never sanctioned or con-
doned polygamy,” sald Mrs, Ander-
jon,  “The Book of Mormon, as given
by Joseph Smith, is as emphatic about
one wife as the New Testament, The
story that Joseph Smith had 27 wives
in addition to Emma Hale Smith has
no foundation, That is clearly proved
Ly history. In the first place, the
Utah church has never been able to
produce a single deacendant of Jo-
seph Emith from any one of the 27
alleged wives sealed to him. But
Emma Hale Smith bore him seven
children, not one of whom ever be-
came allled with the Brigham Young,
or Utah, church., On her death bed
Emma Hale 8mith declared that her
hushand had never had any other
wife than herself. But the Brigham
Youmg factlon did persuade children
of HMyrum Smith, brother of Joseph,
to join with it, and it is from the
descendants of Hyrum that the Utah
church gets its Smiths.”

Joseph Smith and his followers
came westward from New York to
Missouri, settling near Independence.
They were forced by persecution to
leave there and went northward to
Nauvoo, Hancock county, Illinois,
There they bullt a tabernacle, made
their homes and went peaceably about
the work of developing the country.
But persecutlon followed them, finally
ending In the murder of Joseph and
Hyrum ot Carthage, and forcing
their followers to move westward, On
that trek west beyond the Mississippl,
Mvislons and dissenslons arose,

Belf weeking men sought leadership,
among them Hrigham Young, The
sons of Joseph Bmith took no part in
this dimsension, They and many oth-
ers who did not go west felt that In
Aue time It would be revealed tao them
who should be the earthly head of the
churech.

Final Separation.
Brigham Young's conduct, his al
legation that pelygamy had been sanc
tioned by divine revelation to Joseph

Smith and by him held “v- ti! the pro-
pitious time to make * known,”
murked the final separation. Brigham

Young led the Mormons who accepted
his leadership across lTowa Into Ne-
braska, at Florence, "T'he great trek
across plaing mnd over mouantains to
'tnh is history, and one of the mars
velous chapters In  America's life,
The Mormon trall js marked by the
bones of Brigham Young's followers
who died on that awful journey.

Malke no mistake asbout Erigham
Young, He was a master of men, o
leader, & ploneer, an emplre bullder.
He nnd his chosen amassed riches,
No male descendent of Joseph Smith
has ever been other than poor In this
world's goods, Thelr livea huve been
liyes of devotlon and of falth.

It is estimated that tha church
numbered about 200,000 when Joseph
and Hyrum were murdered In 1844.
There were only about 1,000 in the
tabernacle at Florence, called by
them winter quarters, when In 1847
Brigham Young was elected presl
dent and the exodus to thes west re.
sumed.

Mra, Anderson’s father was only 12
when his father, Joseph, was murder-
ed at Canthage, When he was 24, In

1866, he wus walted upun by somo

Utah elders of prominence who urged
him to go west and throw in his lot
with them, assuring him he would
be recelved with open arms. He in-
dignantly refused and expressed his
resentment at the attempt made by
the T'tah faction to fasten upon his
father responsibility for polygamy.
History is Proof.

Joseph Smith died on June 27, 1844.
The ‘‘revelation” sanctioning poly-
gamy was made public to his follow-
ers by Brigham Young on August 29,
1852, more than elght vears after
Joseph Smith's death. Brigham Youmg
asserted that the ‘'‘revelation” had|
been made to Joseph and kept secret |
because of fear that it add to the|
persecutions of the falthful, There L.._f
nothing in the history of Joseph|
Smith to warrant such an assertion.|
The proof |s all to the contrary.

The thousands of adherents of the
faith promulgated hy Joseph Smith
who refused to follow Brigham
Young, remalned firm In the falth
but practically leaderless, But In 1856
they gathered and established or re-
organized, under the title of the Re-
organized Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter Day Saints, They asked Mre,
Anderson’'s father to bhecome their
leader, but he refused until he felt
convinced of a divine call and could
with good consclence accept leader-
ship and responsibllity. In March,
1860, he accepted the ecall, and in
April he was ordained *“President of
the High Prilesthond,” which posi-
tlon, he held until his death In 1814,
or G4 years. Hls son, Frederick M.,
Mrs, Anderson’'s brother, succeeded
bim in the position. The headquarters
of the Reorganized Church are at In-
dependence, Ma,

The courts have held time and
again that the re-organized Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Baints
is the real church of that faith, and
not the 1'tah church from which the
sastern magazine writer secured his
mass of what Mrs. Anderson ealls
misinformation.

Mrs. Anderson {s regent of Major
Isaac Sadler chapter, Daughters of

Dedieation Address,

In her address dedicating the Flor-
enge markers and turning them over
to Mayor Dahlman and the munlel-
pality, Mrs. Anderson sald In part:

“A century ago the site of this city
was an unsubdued plain. Indlans and
wild animnls roamed at will across
the hilis and valem of tha rich, wun-
dulating country we now call Nebras
ka. Contrast the pletura thus con.
Jured up with that of today In which
figure milex of streets and pavemonts,
towering bulllings, ancres of Industry
and manufacture, and we are Im.
pressed anew with the evidences on
every hand of that spark In man-
kind which Jinks him with the Di.
vine; which, partaking of the gifta
