The cask .situation was healthier, 
with elevator interest# taking tho con- 
tracts grades off- rod and industries the 
poorer grade:

Speculative trade in wheat was tit her 

hesitant early, but broadened out appre- 
ciably during the last hour. Many in the 
trade had taken the stand that the fed- 
eral Investigation under way in the wheat 
market would tend to keep -pc ulator- 
»ut of the pit. but apparently it will rot. 

The wheat market in it early br-ak failed 
to uncover fresh liquidat <-n. and to ie 
trade this seemed significant and had 
much to do with reversing sentiment. 

A news item from t’anarta, basing its 
deduction on wheat, was said to l>e an 
official Canadian report, stated that there 
vere-Wt but 35,OOft.Oftft bushel* of wheat 
for export in Canada for six month: 
from March 1 to September. This, com- 

pared with 135.000,000 bushel# cleared lust 
year. No little buying was attracted h> 
this report. Wheat futures at Winnipeg 
rallied lftfc lie from the low point. 

Advices from th east that Canadian 
millers had cleaned up all the low grade 
Manitoba* at Buffalo, and reports from 
mill* in fnnaila were confirming the in 
cjutby from Russia for 600,000 tuns of 
wheat and flour, were ether stabilizing 
factors of the. session.

Clearances of wheat and flour from 
North America for the week totaled 6.401,- 
000 buthels, compared with 5,379.00 bush- 
els lost week and 6,180,000 bushels a year 
ago. Shipments of w heat from Australia 
end "tho Argentine this week were con- 
iridtofebly larger than expected, but du 
to rhe much smaller Indian clearances
