Light showers over scattered sec- 
tions of the winter belt and prospects for 
more tended to unnerve holder?.

An appreciable improvement was noted 
in outside interest, but it failed to sus- 
tain the flurries. Crop news on wheat 
arid deductions by local experts were sen- 
sationally bullish, but the speculative 
frame of mind was dubious and the de- 
mand for cash wheat was inclined to 
waver. The May delivery locally was 
relatively heavy. 

The seaboard confirmed moderate 
amounts of Manitoba s as having been 
worked. Otherwise the foreign inquiry 
was stagnant. Liverpool closed 3Ud 
higher. 

Corn was firm most of the day, but the 
market became overbought and when 
lrngs tried to unload prices faded. The 
consumptive demand for this grain is not 
satisfactory. Fash handlers say that the 
♦ astern inquiry is flat, ami that industries 
are the only buyer? locally. {Southwest 
reports were more encouraging*.
