It
ineludes 600 Army and Navy Ser-
vice Books and other literature,
communion vessels with 2000 wa-
fers and 2000 paper cups, motor-
cyvele with side car, if desired,
emergency fund of $100 not to
be expended for personal ex-
penses, portable organ if necess-
ary. AH in all this equipment
represents an outlay of about
$650. Every item in it, however,
aids the chaplain in giving more
and better service to his men.
