Port Said, Egypt, Nov. 16,
(ANP Special Correspondence)-—
Movements of Italian troops to-
ward the Ethiopian area, and re-
turn of hospital ships from there,
has left this entire section jumpy.

The hospital ship, California,
arrived here recently from FErit-
rea with 680 aboard, the largest
batch 80 far of invalids and
wounded. Only Italian officers
were allowed aboard.

—Congressman Arthur W, Mit-|
chell, demoerat of Illinois, t}m]
first Negro member of Con-
gress to visit the Virgin Islands
arrived here recently as the
guest of Governor Lawrence
Cramer, He lives at the Gover”
nor's palace and has ectablish-
ed offices there.

In an interview with ANP
the Congressman made it clear
that he had already promised
to supply the Journal and
Guide of Norfolk exclusively
with information relative to
his activities here, but he said,
““I must state in all frankness
that this is a wonderful place,
and more of my people should
come here, they should become
acquainted with this place, the
people are so clean, hospitable
and law-abiding, and living here
is much cheaper than it is in
the United States. When I re-
turn home I will tell my con-
stituents that they ought to
come here.”’

The Congressman is here
primarily on a vacation but he
will also do considerable work
while here. He prides the fact
that he is the first Member of
Congress to come to the islands
entirely at his own expense to
get a first hand knowledge of
what the United State sis do-
ing here. He said that he con-
sidered it his duty to visit the
islands. ‘‘Ten years ago'’, said
he, I was appointed a member
of a committee, along with
other prominent members of
my Fraternity, to visit the is-
lands for the purpose of report-
ing on conditions. Then the
