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JURY CLEARS SOUTH CAROL-
INA REGISTRATION BOARD
OFFICIALS ACCUSED OF DE-
PIVING NEGROES OF VOTING

Anderson, S. C., June 10 (ANP)
Three members of the county reg-
istration board were cleared Sat-
urday when the federal grand
jury returned a no bill in the case
which charged them with refus-
ing five Negroes registration cer-
tificates last fall, thus denriving
them of their right to vote.

The district attorney who
sought an indictment of the reg-
istration o fficials, has declared
that he will again submit tha bill
to the next federal grand jury.
Members of the board were charg-
ed with conspiracy 'to oppress per-
sons in the exercises of their civil
rights because of their refusal last
fall to whithhold registration cer-
tificates from five Negroes who
made application for them,
