Clean Generators

Thera are a number of ways to
clean or renew the generators of
gas pressure stoves, heaters and
urn burners so that they function
like new ones insofar as service or
operation is concerned. The most
successful method of removing the
carben is to disassemble the gen-
erators and pass the parts through
a solution of saltpeter which has
been made liquid by heating to a
temperature of about 2,000 degrees.
The generator parts, when treated in
this manner, come out entirely free
of carbon, and when reassembled
the generator works like new. This
method, of course, can only be used

when the generator renewal vol-
ume is great enough to justify the
expense
