Wasumiwarox, Oct 4. —Comptroller of
the Currency Eckels has issued a
statement giving the results of an in-
vestigation made by him of the
amount of all kinds of money held by
the banking institutions of the coun-
try on July 1,

The number of banking houwses and
 trust  companies inquaired of
l 12,062, and of 7 clearing houses, cov
ering all of such lastitutions in every
state and territory and the District of
Columbia. Reports were received
from 6,753 banks and trust companies,
and 46 eclearing house associntions
The information, althouwgh incom-
plete, is, the ecomptroller says, of such
% character as to eauble a fair and

441,470, To-day, the comptroller aads,
it is larger, as the free gold in the
treasury stands at $123.555, 226

The returns from the sixty-six of
tne sevenly-eight clearing huuse nsso-
cintions of the eountry show that on
July 1, the total clearings asmounted
to §227,930,464. The balances of Lhese
total clearings, settled in cash or cash
exchunges, was but $10,152,8%4, or but
little more than 8 per ecent of the
whole. Of the balances setiled,
$1,3256,010 were In gold; $965,000 in
gold certificates; $3,451,781 in Unifed
States notes, and the remainder in
other forms of mwoney and commercial
exchange.

BISHOP KEANE IS OUT.

Retired as Hocd of the Catholle Unlvar
sity of Ameriea

Wasmxaron, Oct v —Bishop Keane,
rector of the Catholie university of
Amerles, makes the following stale
ment concerning his withdrawal from
the head of that institution: Nince
my withdrawal from the rectorship of
the Catholie University of Ameriea
will probably be regarded by a consld-
erable portion of the Ameriean poblie
as & matter of some interest 10 Lthem,
and since unauthorized statements are
zpt 1o be misleading, I deem it my

uty to state brifly snd clearly the
facts of the case,

On September 28 I 1ecoived through
his eminence, Cardinnl Gibbons, & let-
ter from our holy tather, Leoa XIII, of
which the following Ia a trunslation;

“It Is eostomary that those who are
appointed to preside over Catholie
nniversities should not hold the office
in perpetuity. This custom hasgrown
up through wise reasons, und the Ro-
mao pontiffs have ever been careful
that it should be adhered to. Since,
therefore, venerable brother, yon
have now presided for several yoars
over the university at Washington, in
the first establishment nnd subse-
quent development of which you have
shown landable zeal and diligence, it
has seemed best that the above men-
tioned custom should not he departed
from, and that nnother. whose name
is to be proposed to us by the bishops,
should be apoointed to snceeed you in
this honorabie position.

“In order, however, that, in your
resigning this office, dve regard may
be had to your person and dignity, we
have determined to elovate you to the
rank of archbishop. Being solicitous
of your future welfare: we leave it to
your own free choice either Lo remain
in your own country, or, if you prefer
it, to come to Rome. If you choose
the former we will destine for vou
some archepiscopal see, by vote of the
bishops of the United States. If you
prefer the latter, we shall welcome
you most lovingly, and will place you
smong the coopsultors of the congre-
gation of studies and the congregation
of the propaganda, in both of which
you conld do mueh for the iuterests of
religion in the United States  In this
Intter case we would also nssign yon
a suitable revenue for your honorable
maintenanee,

The next day I mailed to the holy
father a reply, of which the following
is & translation:

“Without # moment of hesitation I
accept the will of your holiness in the
matter os o manifestation of the prov-
idenes of God, and from this instant I
resign into the hands of his eminence,
the chancellor, the office of rector,
with all the rights thereto attaching.
Thanking your holiness for the free-
dom of choice granted me, I choose to
remain in my own country, and,
moreover, without any official posi-
tion whatsvever."”

SECRET FUSION IN TEXAS

Republicans, Gold Demoerats and Fopu*
lists Iench » Frivate Agrecomeoent.
Darras, Tex.,, Oct 6 —Fusion be-

tween the Republicans, Populists and

gold standard Democrals of Texas has
at length Dbeen definitely accom-
plished.

N. W, Cuney, thé colored leader,
who was formerly the nationsal eom-
mitteeman, said to-day: *“Itis a fact
that fasion has for more than two
weeks existed between the Repub-
licuns and Populists of Texas. The
agreements thus far arrived at are
kept from the public for ressous con-
sldered judicious by the leaders. The
Republicans are openly supporting the
Populist siate ticket, and most of the
county tickets, and what we sre to
got in return is, of course, anti-Bryan
electors How we are to get these is,
for the present, a part of the secret of
the campaign. We expect to do such
effective work that at least & part, if
not all of the electors from Texas
will be anti-Hryan."

General Huston, one of the Repub-
lican leaders, sald: *It may be aec-
cepted that very few Republican votes
will be cast in T'exas forthe McKinley
electors. The must of them will be
cast for the Populist electors, with
the pledee to vote mgainst Hryan in
the electoral college. It 1s more than
probable that public annonncement to
this effect will be made within the
next three to five days and the Repub-
lican electoral ticket pulled down,”

Com-
parisons are given showing that

in only six guarters in twenty-two
vears have defaulted liabilities been
as large; that the ratio to solvent bus-
iness has been $4 0¢ per §! 000, against
§: 04 for Lthe same quurter Inst year:
that the average per firm in bhukiness
has been $63.07, agaiost $20.92 last
year; that the proportion of increase
has been greater im the Western
states, both in amount and inaverage
liabilities per failure, and much larger
in mapufactaoring than io trading.
