A, Ban Francisco correspondent of
the Ohicago Record writes to that Jour-
nal As follows: “We were traveling in
Siskiyou county, that northern part of
the winte which geographleally in a
part of Calitornln, but commercially is
a part of Oregon. It is & wild and
aparsely soitled region, with only here
and theére & half-cultivated ranch and
an oceasional mining camp.

“Suppor wans ready when we arrived
and wo wors directed at once to a long
rogm with n low celling—the dining-
room-~in which about twenty roughly
dressod mon, most of them in thelr
shirt sleeves and apparently miners,
lumbermen and teamsters, were seated
at thres or four long tablea, The tables
ware covered with ofl cloth, The table-
ware was very thick and heavy Iron-
stobe china, much cracked and chipped.
The knlves and forks were steel, with
Bandies discolored and ecracked from
rough usage and hot dishwater, Near
eath end of the table wna a set of cas-
ters, originally, doubtless, guite showy
with Wllver plating, but at this perlod
much the worse for the wear of the
plating.

“The dining-room girl who came to
wilt on us rattled off the bill of fare
inexactly” the same way that dining-
ropm_girls do In ten thousand other
hotels all over this broad land. As
abe recelved our orders she slid the big
butter dish from Its place mear the
mlddle of the table over toward ua,
saylug: ‘Here's your substitute but-
ter,” at the same time taking from one
of the casters, where they were kept,
tike the bills of fare in cheap restau-
rants, pleces of cardboard about the
glze and shape of the ordinary reatau-
Tant bl of fare. She lald one of these
down on the table beside gach of us
and started for the Kitchen. Wonder-
ing alightly at this, we each picked up
the. cardboard lald before us, and this
I8 whal we read:

tobacoo dust ns an all-round Insect de-
stroyer, I use (L In the greonhouse for
les (aphis), In the open ground for the
cueumber betile, plant lies, and for
worms of all kinda, and sometimes in
tha hen-house for lee, ete, It I8 surely
oné of the swiftest of all Insecticldes
we can apply, almost or fully equal to
buhach, If sifted or scattered over cur-
rant bushes tife currant worms will curl
up and die, and the bushes will be froe
from the pest within an hour or less,
and fall from them for soma time, If
blown Into the hearl of cabbage plants
it means the end of the green worm.
Applied in the same way to the nests
of the caterpiilars (and the trees all
around us at this time are full of them)
sapecially In the morning or evening,
when the worms are all at honms, it will
clear them gut for good In less than an
hour. In short, 1 hardly know what
worm or other soft-bodied Insect the
coptact with tobacco dust would net
speedily kill. I belleve it will even
put an end to the potato bug. - It Is dis-
tasteful to many hard shell beetles also,
a8 may be seen by the fact that with
heavy applications we can drive away
the cucoimber beetls (and perhaps the
squash bug). The flea beetle, unfortu-
nately, is not so easlly congquerad, even
if It does not like tobacco smell, Surely,
tobacco dust must be considered a moat
excallent Insecticide, and as It Is not sx-
pensive (In some cawnes, perhaps, the
aweepings of clgar factories, ate., will
do and can be had for the hauling)., 1
think every soll tiller should keep it
on hand, 7 have usually applied tobac-
co dust with the bare hands, scattering
It rather fresly over the bushes and
plants, and around cacumbers, melon
and squash vines, aven an inch deep on
the ground. The stufl is worth nearly
tha tull price asked for {t (83 per harrel,
or so) as a fertilizer, and I bave not felt
the neecesnity of using it in a particular-
ly economical manner. For cabbage
and calerpillar nests, however, hand
hellows of some kind are almost neces-
sury, as we want to blow the dust well
amongst the leaves and the webs, The
ordinary cheap hand bellows, as of-
fered for sale by seedsmen and hard-
wnre stores, wlll do very well for cabs
bage.

What Foreat Trees to Pland,

The question arises, what shall we
plant? There are so many general
kinds of trees and varleties of each
that the matter Is very much simpli-
fled when we know that the number
of specles arapted to any soll and lo-
cality is comparatively few. Prol
Brewer of Yale college, In Walker's
Hiatistlcal Atlas, says that In the
United States we have only 300 in-
digenous specles that in full growlh
reach thirty feet in helght, and In the
reglon Including our own state we have
but sixty to sixty-five specios that
reach Afty feet In height. Differeat
gpecies are found on different geolog-
feal strata, so that in connection with
the questlon “what to plant?" we may
profitably consult our geology and orig-
inal forest growth, Other species may
do well, but we must prove them be-
fore trylng them extensively. Our
orlglgal forests have furnished excel-
lent timber of white, burr, red and yel-
low oak, two or three specles of ash,
black walnut, chiestnut, ete,, ote., each
of which, If planted well and cared for
would, In a comparatively short time,
furnish timber for many purposes.
Then, we have several species of coni-
ferae, as. pines, sprices nnd larches,
each of which has been tried In other
aguntries, and somewhat in this, and
have done well, These eould be tried
on soila pot too fertile, and will suc-
geed, Larches especially will grow al-
most anywhere. One mnn in Nantucket
planted 10,000 in 1877. The locust has
been tried and doeg well; but best of
all, perhaps, Is the Catalpa specloea, or
hardy catalpa as it 18 known and dis-
tinguished from blgnouloides, which is
much less hardy, and of which itis a
variety. In lower grounds elms, and
oyen willows, might be planted with
profit, —Prof. C, L. Ingersoll,

Irrigating Frult Trees—In a recent
paper Professor E. W. Hllgard, of Call-
fornia, sald that much water makes
fruit too aclduous and of poor quallty,
says an exchange. If there I8 too little
water the fruit will be dry and amall,
The thing to be avolded is to not firri-
gate too much, If the ground is scaked
all the season, the roots run near to
the surface, and a drought would
probably kill the tree.  Irrigation has
much to do with the flavor of frult
Fruilt men should study the nature of
the soll, and Irrigate aocordingly. As
soon as frult ls fully formed, irrige-
tion should be decremsed, as the Lreo
neods resl as well as everything else
