prepare ground for a first year's crop,
still we raised over 100 bushels of
very fine potatoes, and sowed a few
acres of barley, but the season was
too far advanced for the barley. How-
ever, we secured good feed from fit,
and on rented ground 18 miles east of
us, raised a fine crop of oats, so that
wo wlill have plenty of fead for horses.
We cut about 60 tong of hay and thus
will have an abundance. We have, all
told, about 240 acres of hay meadow,
which would yleld the past year over
three tons to the acre, and in an or-
dinary season the meadow would fur-
nish G600 tons of hay. The grass I3
very nutritions, and cattle on the
ranges become very fat without be-
ing fed a pound of grain.

“On the upland the grass grows
from elght to ten inches tall. This 13
called range grass, and is suitable for
stock at any time, even in the winter
when the ground is not covered too
Horses subsist on it
alone, at all times, provided they are
native stock. The grass In the hay
meadows here is called red-top, and
grows from five to six feet in length,
proper time
vields an abundant ecrop ol nutritions
hay.

“Our cattle have not cost na a cent
gince we eame on our homestead, only
the small outlay for salt and labor in
putting up hay and shelter. All cattla
have been doing well this winter, and
feading up to the first of January was
unnecessary, as there was good range
up to that time

“All the snows up to that date were
followed by winds from the northe-
west that melts It very rapidly; these
winds are called Chinook winds, and
are always warm. In one night a
Chinook wind may take away three
or four inches of snow.

“We have bullt on our claim a com-
fortable house of hown logs, 20x26
feet, one and onehalf stories in
height, with a good eellar. During the
lntter part of June we raited logs
down the Sturgeon to a sawmill, about
eight miles away, and thus secured
5,000 feet of good lumber which wns
needed for the house. Later in the
geason a shingle mill located six
miles away., To this we hauled logs
and had shingles cut for the roof.

“We had an abundance of wild fruit
the past seanson, consisting of goose-
berries, strawberries, raspberries, eyve-
berries, blueberries, cherries and sas-
lkatoons. The latter are a fine looking
berry, red, and quite pleasant to the
taste, but not much to be desired in
cookery. The strawberries are the
same as those that grow wild in TIH-
nois. Raspberries are red in color,
large and equal to any of the tame
varieties, arnd so are the gooscherries,
The ecranberries consist of the high
and trailing varieties, The latter are
most sought and contigunous to the
swamps, The ground is literally cov-
ered with them as with a red earpet,
but the best and most sought Is the
blueberry, o called by the Indians.
This 18 the famous ‘huckleberry’
{whortleberry) of the Blue Ridge
Mountains in Pennsylvania, and can-
not be excelled for excellenca by any
frult cultivated, 1t is found here both
on the prairie and in the timber in im-
mense quantities,

“Game is very plentiful so far as
prairie chickens, pheasants, ducks of
all kinds, and peese are concerned,
Wea have taken nearly 500 chickens
and pheasants, also a pgreat many
ducks.

“An ocepsional deer is seen, hit are
not plentiful, only one having bheen
taken during the season In this setfle-
ment.

“Fish are very plentiful at all sea-
sons of the vear, Fish wagzons and
gleds are passing almost daily along
the trail with heavy loads of flsh, des-
tined for St Albert and Edmonton.
From the latter paint they are gliipped
saotith on the Calzary and Edmonton
rallrond to polnt the line, and
Assiniboia, on the Canadian
Pacifie railrond.”
