SENATE.

Wasnarxgrox, January 5.-—The inter-state
commerce bill came up and Mr. Wilson ad-
dressed the sepate. He sald that no actof
congress would remedy all the difficulties of
the transportation business, still a wise, jusc
and conservative start could be made toward
putting that business on a proper footing in its
relation to the government and people, The
bill before the senate was not, perbaps, per-
fect, but it was a beginuingz. We had already
crossed the line at which the railroad compa-
nies had tenaciously contended thuet the gov-
ernment must stop. The rallroad companpies
had not been content to manage their own af-
fairs, but had intermeddled with almost every
fndustry of the country.

A message was received from the president
transmitting the report of the secretary of the
Interior, recommending that some provision be
made for disarmiong the Indians, when such
actfon fis found necessary for their advance-
ment in civilized pursuits, the Indian to be
compenszated for the arms taken.

HOUSE.

Hiscock moved to suspend the rules and pass
the bill abol ~hing the internal revenue tax on
tobacco, cigars, snuff, cigarettes and cheroots,
the special tax on dealers in tobaeco, and the
tax on liquors distilled from fruit.

Senator Slater offered an
amendment prohibiting the charzing of higher
rates of compensation for transporting the
same kind and amount of property a shorter
than for longer di-tince. Sepator Slater de-
scribed the operation of the prineipal of dis-
criminating arainst “‘short bauls,”” and the
suffering of western eommuuities in consc-

u+nee.

Cullom said the adoption of Slater’s amend-
menf would not only seriously injure the pro-
ducers of the west but the consumers of the
east. It would injure hundreds of thousands
of people.
