LAWMAKING AT HOME

WORK IN THE LEGISLATURE OF
NEBRASKA.

The Oleomargarine Bill Goes Through
and Now Only Awaits the Governor's
Signature—The Measure Making Pro-
vision for the Purchase of Seed Grain—
Constitational Amendments Soon to Be
Considered in the Two Houses—Inves-
tigation Made Into the Financial Stand-
ing of Bondsmen.

The Nebraska Assembly.

SENATE.—In the senate on the 2ith the
following new bills were introduced and
read for the first time: To amend the stat-
ute relating to the salary and expenses of
chief and dvﬂuty oil inspectors, and proyid-
ing for monthly accountings by the chief.
I'or an act providing that when a widow
shall be entitled to dower out of any lands
which shall have been alienated by the
husband in his life time, such lands shall
be estimated in setting out the widow's
dower ficcording to their value at the time
when they were aliened, and this luw shall
:1Pp]y to ull sales under execution or order
of court heretofore or hereufter. Providing
for the payment of the money received in
redemption of real estate sold at tax sale to
the owner of the certificate. Providing for
the transferring of all moneys paid into the
state  treasury by the general govern-
ment for the benefit of the soldiers and sail-
ors' home to the general fund of said home,
and to repeal all tlw.s' inconflict withthisaet.
The senate went into committee of the
whole to consider the bilis on general file,
fenator Hahu's bill relating to the incnrlpo-
ration of cities of the first ciass having
less than £25,00) inhabitants, was recom-
mended for passage. Senator lape's pure
food bill was niso recommended to pass.
The bill was amended soasto nrovide for
one secretary instead of two as provided in
the original bill. The committee arose and
its report was adopted. The two bills were
ordered engrossed for third reading. A
communication from the governor wias re-
ceived trunsmitting to the senate the report
of Senator Stewart and Represensative Lam-
horn as delegates to the Kussian thistle
convention. He recommended that the leg-
i-lature tauke such steps asseemed best to
them to eradicate the thistles.

L OUSE.—On the 25th senate file 2539 was
taken up for third reading. This is Watson's
bill permitting a change of vehue to be
taken by the state in criminal cases. This
bill had been taken from its place on gen-
eral file and ordered to third reading with-
out heing considered in committee of the
whole. Barry of Greeley moved that the
bitl be recommitted to the committee of the
whole for the purpose of striking out the
enacting clause, He called for the Iyeas
and nays on his motion to recommit. Jur-
ing the progress of the vote Haller called
for the enforcement of the rule requiring
members to vote unless excused by vote of
the house. Before the result of the roll call
was announced Barry moved a call of the
house. After the roll call, and mnotin
the absentees, Barry moved to suspen
proceedings under the call of the house.
Ihis being agreed 1o, the roll cull on the
motion to recommit was verified. and the
vote unnounced as 53 against and 24 for.
Barry then moved that the bill be recom-
mitted to the committee of the whole for
consideration and discussion. The speaker
ruled this out of order on the ground that
the bill could only be recommitted for a spe-
cific amendment. Barry offered a motion
to specitically amend. Milesof Saline moved
the previous question. His motion prevailed
and debate was shut off. Harrison offered
an amendment to Barry's motion. providing
that the bill take its place at the head of
the general file. The speaker ruled the
amendment out of order. Barry called for
the yeas and nays on his motion, but the
speaker did n@t recognize the seconds to the
motion and declared the motion lost. After
some further discussion without any direct
results the house adjourned.

SENATE.—In the senate on the 26th, the
proposed constitutional amendments came
up as aspecial order, ana the senate went
into committee of the whole, with Stewart
of Dawes in the chair. The first amend-
ment taken up was the one introduced early
in the session by Stewart, providing for the
election of a rallroad commission. This
amendment contalned some errors in phra-
seology, and the senate voted to sabstitute
for it senate file No. 28], Introduced by the
committee on constitutional amendments.
The amendment provides for the election of
three railroad commissioners, each to serve
three years. The senate voted unanimous-
ly to recommend it for passage. Watson's
amendment providing for an increase in the
number of judges of the supreme court from
three to five was indefinitely postponed,
A prolonved discussion ensued upon the
reading of the amendment relating to the
adoption of future amendments.

The Irrigation Bill.

Following are some of the detalls of Aker's |

new irrigation bill, favorably considered in
committee of the whole in the senate, and
which is likely to become u Nebraska law:

Water division No. 1 shall consist of all
the irrigable lands of the state drained by
the Platte river, and their tributaries lying
west of the mouth of the Loup river, and
also all other lands lying south of the Platte
and South Platte rivers that may be watered
from other superficial or subterranean
streams not tributary to the Plrte.

Water division No. 2 is to consist of all ir- |
rigable lands that may be watered from the |

Loup, White, Niobrara and Elkhorn rivers

and their tributaries and all other irrigable |
l:.nds of the state not included in any other |

water division.

The bill creates a State Board of Irriga-
tion, to be composed of the governor, attor-
ney general and commissioner of public
lands and buildings, of whi h the governor
is to be ex-officio the president.

There shall also be an under secretary for
each of the two water divisions, who shall
be paid & per day for the time they actually
serve.

The principal duty of the state board of
irrigation Is to make proper arrangements
for the determination of the prioritlies of
the right to use the public waterso!f the
state.

florrible Acclident an Inter- Oceanie

Railway in Mexico,

Ciry oF MEexico, viA Garvestox
March 2.—An excursion train cominé
in}o the city on the Inter-Oceanie
railroad met withan accident vester-
day afternoon. While roundine a
curve on the sidle of a mmmtainoﬁve
coaches jumped the track and went
down the canyon. Forty-two people
were killed and thirty or more seris
ously injured. The accident occur-
red about forty kilometers from this
eity. Wwps have been down and it
has been impossible so far to obtain
any details of the awful disaster,
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
