The writer of this paper ciame o
Norfolk twenty-two venrs ago, and in
the performance of his dotiva as roils
way station agent made the acquarint
ance of Mr. Bransch, a substantial,
ghrewd business man, always reliable
and reasonable, an old army comrade,
and o true and loyal friend.  Almost
dadly contact In business seemed gome-
how to create a feeling between us of
personal friendship and love,

In many things we did not agree,
but these differences seemed but to
nceentunte our mutunl regard and
friendship for each other.

Brother Braasch had his faults but
they were on the outside, and wvisible
to nll men, He was not the kind of a
man who can be a model of virtue and
propriety at home, and a gay Lothario
when away from home where his
home folks are not lkely to hear of
his escapades. Our brother scorned
decelt and hypocerisy and mnever at-
tempted to hide his faults under a
wask of false respectability. His busi-
negs assoclates, nelghbors and friends
among whom he moved In this place
for a third of a century saw him daily
passing In and out among them, at
tending to his business, on our stroets,
and In hisg favorite haunts, and found
him ever the same transparent char-
neter concenling no fanlt or lmperfee-
tion from his fellow men, To some
his fanks may have seemed Inexusa-
ble, but we ag Elks, andmonished by
the beautiful precepts of our order,
whl “write them on the sands” where
the tide of passing vears will oblit-
erate them forever, while we “inscribe
his virtues on the tablets of love and
memory."”

Brother Braasch loved his family
and his home. To his wife and chil-
dren he was ever a kind husband and
father. No sacrifice was too great for
him to make for their comfort and
pleasure With sufficient means to
provide for their wants, he used the
same unsparingly for his loved ones'
benefit and pleasure, but mwoney conld
not pirchiase health, and we all know
how fatal digease attacked one after
another of this family untll in the
ghort spiace of six vears the wife and
mother, daughter, and three sons all
passed away, leaving him, an old man,
alone and solitary in a home that had
heen the center of his hopes and af-
fections.

Brother Braasch was a social man,
hie nature seeming to crave the so-
ciety of old acquaintances and friends.
To them he was ever the same “BiL"
a wholesouled, genial and entertaining
companion. This very lovable guality
of mind and temperament contributed
doubtless to his chief weakness, an
habits that may have shorfened his
life.

As¢ 4 son he was unmindful of his
filial obligations to his parents, and he
told me more than once that he turned
over a large portion of his wages to
hig father untll he was twenty-seven
voars of age. Hlis parents were poor
and money searce when the family set-
tled here, and Brother Braasch walked
to Omaha and found employment with
a railroad company, and his father
would drive his team to Omaha, tim-
Ing hig trips to arrive there about pay
day, when he would load the old man's
wagon with flour, meat and groceries,
and send him home with a little mon-
ev In hig pocket to pay expenses on
the rond. His rallroad hoss beeame
accustomed to periodical requests for
a dav's tnyoff from work and an extra
installment of wages, and would ask
kim, "iz the old man coming again?"

As an  Ameriean eltizen Brother
Brassch offered his lfe for his adopt-
ed country, and shed his blood on the
field of Gettysburg In the defense of
the unfon. As a citizen of Norfolk he

contributed of his time and means to,

the building up and prosperity of this
hig home city,

He loved ehildren and flowers. [t
¢ & little thing to mention, but 1 have
seen him many at lme stop a little
child on the street, give it a dime and
gay, "Go and get some candy."

You all know and have seen hls
home with {ts beantiful lawn, shade
trees and flowers, These were plant-
ed, nurtured and cared for by him to
give pleasure to his loved ones, and
for his own love of the beautiful In
nature,

When diminishing strength and lo-
creasing physieal infirmities admon-
ished him that the great change might
not be far away he made disposition of
his earthly possessions by bequeath-
ing them to friends whom he loved
and trusted, HIis priceless treasures
had gone before him to that celestial
country toward which he was hasten-
ing now, and where he hoped to be
re-united with them agaln. In his last
slckness hls mind seemed to wander
back to his boyhood days, and when

NOW FOR SCHOOL.

ANNEXATION MEANS A BENEFIT

People Living in Outlying Districts, Af-
ter |Investigating the Matter, See
Where They Will Profit in Dollars
by Coming in.

Are elty taxes such a bugbear after
all?

This question is beling asked by peo-
ple who have stopped to figure out
what annexation would really mean in
the way of additional expense to the
eitizens of Norfolk now residing in

outlving districts which it is m'npnsvdi

1o bring within the legal limiis of Nor-
follk,

Men who have done a little figuring
say that when the owners of suburban
lots get out their lead penclls they
will find nothing in the taxation propo-
gitfon to turn them against annexation,

Norfolk eity taxes are not high.
Owners of property in the additions
which are expected to be annexed al-
ready pay state and county taxes and
oven taxes for the Norfolk school dis-
trict to which nearly all this property
has been attached. Now it is a fact
that this property would pay even less
in city taxes for the privileges of he-
fng In the ecity than they now pay in
school distriet taxes for the privilege
of heing In the Norfolk school distriet.

The clly tax levy for the present
vear is twenty-six and three-eighths
mills. Dut of this levy nine and three
olghths mills were voted for interest
and sinking fund purposes and under
the provision of the Nebraska statute
the land annexed would not be liable
for these taxes, The tax levy assess-
able against the annexed territory
would aecordingly be seventeen millg
on the dollar valuation.

As Nebraska property by law Is as-
sossed at onefifth its supposed real
value each citizen brought within the

city limits would pay only $3.40 for|

each $1.000 worth of property that he
was eredited with owning,

The Edgewater park resident, who
may be supposed to own a thousand
dollar home in nanpexed territory,
waould find that his $3.40 was spent ags
follows: #£1.60 into the general fund
to meet the general expenses of a city
government, including the street and
pollee departments, 65 cents Into the
straet lighting fund
Norfolk obtains benefit and from whieh
the outlving distriets may expect to

obtain lght service, 80 cents Into the
water extension fund to extend the
water service beyond present water

lines, and 25 cents into the publie 1
brary fund to support a public library
of which the people of the annexed
territory could hecome patrons if
bronght within Norfolk.

The facts of the taxation side of
annexatlon are such that citizens who
have looked up the matter belleve that
those who were at first Inclined to op
pose annexation will ind good reasom
for a new opinion. In fact a number
of men who at first remonstrated bave
told members of the council that on
consideration and after a friendly dis-
cusslon with councilmen they had
weakened In thelr objections and that
what they now thought most essential
