The making of a great newspaper
has In It s0 muech of human interest
that It ¢commands the attention of the
world. The London Times has been
n grent newspaper in the largest sense
of the word for several generations
It has been so definitely and tremen-
dously assoclated with the glory of
Great Britaln that It has been appro-
priately called “The Thunderer” for
MANnYy yYears,

Now that it has passed by the recent
sitle from the family which has made
it one of the most potent journals in
the English world into the hands of a
promoter of popular literature the
event Is far more than an iueldent and
compels us to wonder if its future will
cqual Its past.

The Times demanded and obtained
the respect of the great natlon it re-
presented, not by any appeal to the
eye, not by anything that savored of
sensationalism, but absolutely and un-
ceasingly by the dominancy which
comes from great ldeas, well and fear-
lessly expressed. Sometimes it thun-
dered when the noise was anything but
pleasant to English ears but it was
always respected, Its edltorials, llke
Caesar's wife, were always above sus-
pieion of bargain or sale.

The Times not only thundered but
it thundered lopg. Its leaders were
always long and often when any great
nuestion was up for  consideration,
three full columns were given up to
it, And the Emglish people read them,
They might gnash thelr teeth, they
might excite their dissent or provoke
them to rage but all classes and all
parties read the Times.

A perusal of it was a liberal edu-
cation, There was no froth in its
columns but every paragraph of every
article contalned food for solid thought
It's prosperity and popularity for so
many years Is a great tribute to a
great people, Such a paper could nev-
er flourish where people refuse to
think. Some people called it dull, It
was a reflection themselves—not
on the Times,

Now that it has passed Into Mr.
Pearson's hands it is said that it will
be "“modernized.”” What can that
mean?

L&t us hope that it does oot mean
deterioration in its characteristie, fear-
lessness or a shrinking from the high
ideals which have made it a mighty
power in English life,

The world still needs great men and
great newspapers. Let the “thunder-
er” continue to thunder!

it because Spain had in the centuries
past demonstrated its power on the |
high seas. They bad wuo faith Io
American sea power., It was onl:,"
when Dewey’s brilllant Xriumph at |
Manila and the great overwhelming
vietory came at Santiago that the
world awoke to the fact that America
would not be trifled with and we be-
gan to bhave some confidence in our
Belves,

Since that time, aroused by strife be-
tween other nations, the United States
has greatly increased its war arma
ment ou the sea, Today sixteen mag.
nificent battleships are on their way
around the world. With Old Glory
floating proudly to the breeze, each
one of them Is an object lesson to the
nations of the earth of the majesty and
power of the great republic, They
speak a silent and effective tribute,
in whatever sea they float, in any
harbor they may anchor, to any people
who gaze upon them, of a free and
kindly nation of eighty milllon souls,
desirous only of peace and progress,
but who have the power to meet and
triumph over any Il disposed BOvVern-
ment,
