Parker, after having been out only one
session, Martin asked to be restoped
to this place on the public lnnds com
mittee, The speaker I8 sall to have
intimated this was possible to do in
view of the peculiar situation, Mart'n
not having been ont an entire con-
ETO8S, Accordingly, when Mondell
was made chairman of the committee
Martin thought he would resume his
rank next to the Wyoming member
and thus be second on the enmmittes

Speaker Cannon, however, surprised
Martin by putting him down to elghth
place, advancing ahead of him such
men as Parsons of New York eity, who
Is sald not to know any more aboat
publie lands than Martin does about
|the Bowery. Martin had informed
(Cannon he desired his old place on
the committee next to Mondell or did
not vant it all all. He also expresscd
a hope for a place on the committee
on interstate and forelgn commerce,
owing to his activity in such legisin-
tion, but the speaker evidently gave
,this suggestion no more consideration
than he did Martin's request for the
ranking place on the public lands com-
mittee.

Just why Speaker Cannon chose to
lgnore Mr, Martin's deslres for com-
mittee assignments Is not known, but
friends of the South Dakota congrees-
man believe they see some connection
between the speaker’'s action and the
fact that Martin made a severe criti-
clam of the cotton tariff schedules at
the last sesslon,

Martin sought to get the president
to demand a reduction of the cotton
rates, and his activity In this regard is
sald to have aroused the ire of the
Cannon-Aldrich leaders in congress.

Soon after, at any rate, the speaker
announced his committes appolat-
ments, which were somewhat dlsap-
pointing to Mr. Martin, and caused
his resignation from the public lands
committee. Mr. Martin has been
counted on as one of the strong stal-
warts of the house, and there Is much
Interest In his future attitude toward

Cannon.
