TO CAN INDIAN LAWYERS.

Uncle Sam to Represent Lo—Chaun-
cey Richardson Files Objection.
Washington, Dec. 23.—Chauncey E,
Richardson, formerly of Duluth, who
has heen attorney in this city for In-
dians on the White Earth reservation
for the past several years, is having
kis troubles with Seecretary Ballinger
and Commissioner Valentine in hav-
ing his contract renewed,
The old contract expired a month
ago, and a new one was prepared and
submitted to the department for ap-
proval, But there is some doubt
whether the approval will be forthcom-
ing, because of a new policy adopted
by the Indian office of itself, through
itz agents at reservations and its fleld
representatives, acting as legal repre-
sentative of the Indians.
Commissioner Valentine believes that
his office can do all that Is necessary
to protect the interests of the Indlans,
individually and collectively, and that
it is not necessary for the Indians to
have pald attorneys. In adopting this
policy Mr. Valentine does not reflect in
any way on any of the lawyers here
who have Indian clients, but has adopt-
ed it as a measure of economy.
In connection with his contract, Mr,
Richardson has flled a formal state-
ment with the secretary of the in-
terior and the commissioner, saying,
among other things, that if depart-
mental approval of the pending con-
tract is denied “it Is believed that it
will be seriously detrimental to the
Interests of the sald White HEarth
bands, numbering about 5,000, as well
as Minnesota, numbering about 10,000
of whom they are a part, and all of
those Interests are &0 closely inter-
woven as to be nearly ldentical.”

MAY DENY BANKERS' REQUEST.

Corporation Tax May Be Tested After
Money Has Been Paid.

Washington, Dec. 23.—It appears
llkely that the request of the bankers
of Chicago to test the corporation tax
by injunction proceedings will not be
gratified.

It is pointed out that, while the in-
come tax law was tested by an injune-
tion suit, Pollock, having obtained an
injunction against himself forbidding
the payment of the tax, the supreme
court handed down a strong dissenting
opinion, written by Justice Harlan and
concurred in by four of the nine mem-
bers of the court, severely criticizing
that method of testing the law,

Moreover, it is sald that, while an
injunction could restrain an individual
from paying the tax, a corporation hav-
ing real property could be held liable
for the tax, and that the government
would not be restrained from levying
on the property by an injunction grant-
ed ngainst its officers.

Flylng at a Rate of 30 to 40 Miles an
Hour, a Mysterious Airship Hovers
Over Worcester, Mass, Disappears
and Then Comes Back.

Worcester, Mass, Dec, 43.—Flying
at a speed of from 30 to 40 miles an
hour, a mysterious airship last night
appeared over Worcester, hovered
over the city a few minutes, disappear-
ed for about two hours and then re-

turned to cut four circles above the

paying city, meanwhile using a search-
light of tremendots Thou-
sands of persons thronged the streets
to watch the mysterious visltor.
The airship remained over the city
for about fifteen minues, nll the time
at a height that most observers set
at about 2,000 feet, too far to enable
even (ts precise shape to he seen.
The glaring rays of its great search-
light, however, were sharply defined
by reflecting against the light snow-
fall that was covering the city at the
time. The dark mass of the ship
could he dimly seen behind the light.
Probably was Tillinghast.
After a time it disappeared in the
direction of Marlboro only to return
lnter. At the time of the airship’'s
visit, Wallace E. Tillinghast, the Wor-
cester man who claimed recently to
have invented a marvelous aeraplone
in which he had journeyed to New
York and returned to Boston, was
absent from his home and could not
be located.
The visitor from the clouds was first
slghted over Marlboro at 5:20. The
sixteen miles between this city and
Marlboro it covered in 30 minutes.
Coming up from the east, the sky voy-
ager veered to the west and remained
in sight a few moments and then dis-
appeared to the northwest. In five
minutes the searchlight was seen
again flowing in the distance like a
monster star and the ship came up,
hovered over the city & short time and
disappeared to the southwest. Two
hours later an eager shout from the
waiting crowds announced Iits return.

Copenhagen, Dec. 23.—It is not be-
lieved that either the University of
Copenhagen or the Royal Geographleal
soclety will withdraw the honors they
conferred on Dr., Frederick A. Cook.
Officials of the university say they did
not bestow the reward for the discov-
ery of the pole but merely in recogni-
tion of Dr. Cook’s arctic explorations.
The Royal Geographieal society takes
the same ground.

DR. NANSEN ROASTS COOK.

Considers Him Dead—Never Believed
Him—Peary at Least a Man.

Christiana, Dec. 23.—Fridtgof Nan-
sen, the Norwegian arctie explorer,

broke his long silence and talked of
the Peary-Cook controversy.

“It 18 my opinion,” he sald, “that
Cook is no longer interesting. He is
practically a dead man and ought to
vanish from the consideration of the
world, [ mever trusted him, for the
first report which he made did not in-
spire confidence, especially his state-
ments concerning the distance of 14
gseconds from the pole. This proved
that Cook was ignorant of the simplest
prineiples of astronomical observa-
tions. Even his later reports contain-
ed nothing of value. On the contrary
they were filled with improbabilities
and contradictions.

“From the first I was unable to sup-
port Dr, Cook. 1 therefore preferred
to keep silent. As for Peary, I never
doubted his veracity, although 1 did
not approve of his behavior after his
return, However, it is easy to under-
stand his indignation. At least he is
a man, and there is no comparison be-
tween him and Cook."

OVERTHROW GREEK CABINET.

Military League Overthrows Govern-

ing Body of Its Own Choice.
Athens, Dec, 23.—The military lea-
gue, whose members were the au-
thors of the recent revolutionary
movement in Greece, has announced
its Intention to overthrow the minis-
try of its own choosing.
