These political fads and extreme
measures of reform will now be tried
out on a wider and larger field than
heretofore. Many of them are an at-
tempt to make it easy for the peoplz
to rule themselves and as in similar
experiments  that have been tried
elsewhere and heretofore there can
be little doubt that the people of Cali-
fornia will discover that there is no
royal road to perfect government and
high quality of public service. The
voters, whether in California with its
2,000,000 inhabitants, or in little Dela-
ware with a few hundred thousand,
will gooner or later realize that good
government consists not in new or
specially devised systems that can be
learned in a correspondence school,
but that it rests today, as it always
has and always will, on the etornil
vigilance of an intelligent and high-
minded electorate.  With these, un-
der a system that may not be the
best, there will be a prosperous and
happy and honest people with a gov-
ernment of which they are proud.
Without them, any system I8 bouad
to be a failure.
