‘Every wife is entitled to a home to
correspond with the circumstances and
condition of her husband, over which
she shall be permitted to preside as mis-
tress. A wife does not forfeit her right
to maintenance by refusing to live ina
home with and under the control of the
husband’s mother,

Hrs. Lille’s Insurance.
This week’s dailies contain mention of
the default of the Modern Woodmen of
America in the suit for the recovery of
insurance money brought by Lena Mar-
garet Lillie. The case was called up
before Judge Sears’ court, in Omaha, on
Taesday and the court entered default
against the insurance wsociety. The
murdered husband of Mrs Lillie carried
a policy for $2,000 in the Modern Wood-
man. The organization refused to pay
her this amount in viewof ber conviction
as his marderer. Immediately after her
pardon by QGovernor Mickey, and re-
lease from the penitentiary.
