Dr. Geo. R. Nuanelly (Antslope Dick)
author, lecturer and all around news-

paper man jarrived in Columbus Monday
afterncon after an abssnce of some
tweaty years, having pioneered in news-
paper work here in the early "70%, the
most of bie versatile writing being done
for the Era (cow Telegram) at that time
edited by W. N. Henaley, present county
attorney for Platte county, .Notwith-
standing those times of drouth and
grasshoppers Mr. Nunbelly now refers
to them as the halocyon daysof long ago.
If memory is not at fault Mr. N, estab-
lished the first paper in Genoa called the
Magunet. It was while editing this sheet,
we believe, that he received the appells-
tion “Antelope Dick.” In those days
there were plenty of fieet-footed antelope
frequenting the prairies and the story
runs that one day while afoot “Dick”
came upon one of these lively little
animals, gave it chase, ran it down and
captured it. However this may be, we
know that before the branch line of rail-
road was bailt it was a common oceur
rence for “Dick” to walk the distance
between Coluwbus and Genos, making
almost record time. “Dick” tells us
that in stepping off the train here it
scomed almost like waking from a Rip
Van Wiokle sleep, so changed is the
present city from the village of twenty
or more years ago. He will meet and
greet some of the kindly faces of loog
ago, but'how many, ob, bow many of the
old friends and scquaintances will he
look for in vain—they have passed on to
the Otber Shore. The Journal hopes
that Mr. Nunpelly’s stay in this section
may be s very pleasant one.

Fridey morning the seats for the new
Union Pacific depot, which bave been
ocsusing all the delay in getting into the
building, arrived, and orders were re-
ogived that day, ordering Agent Brown
to move his force into the new building.
This did not take long, and by Sstuarday
noon all the offices were moved. The
new structure is the best depot on the
Uniom Pacific between Omaba and
Cheyenne, and is an improvement that
Columbus can well be proud of. Under
the pew order of thinge there will bea
number of chaoges in the msnagement
of the building, the Ix!tnd most im-
portant being the keeping out of habit-
ual loafers and those who bave no parti-
cular business in the building. This
duty falls to the jenitor, Barney Mle-
Taggart. and he ia starting out right.
When the brick platform is built the
botel porters and baggage men will have
a certain place to stand, so it will not in-
terfere with peassengers. The express
room in the west end is entirely separate
from the rest of the bunilding, and in no
way confliots with the railroad work.
The old building, which was sold to W.
T. Ernst, and by him to Jacob Glaur, and
it will be but & few days until it is re-
moved, which will again restore an un-
obstruocted view east from the depot.

Extensive changes and improvements
are in contemplation by the Pilatte
County Independent telephone company
of this city. Since manager Gregg bas
taken charge of the company he has
been making an aggressive fight for
business, with the result that the capao-
ity of the present switchboard hes
almost been reached. Realizing that
there is muoch other business in sight,
they have decided to make some exten-
sive improvements, practically rebuild-
ing the exchange, and when the work is
completed, they will have installed either
s common battery system or the suto-
matio, which is the latest in telephones.

When the rebuilding of
the exchauge is completed, there are
other improvementa in the long distance
service that will follow, and it is the
intention of the company to make this
exchange one of the best in the state.
