Cheng said the program will permit UNL
students to receive resident credit while studying
in Japan. As a part of the Study-In-Japan
Program, a continuing annual grant from the U.S.

2,504 total cost

A round trip flight though the travel fair is
paid, students must pay all other expenses. He
said the costs of one year of study at Nanzan
University are tuition, $1,065; fees, $207; and
room and board, $1,232.

Cheng said the total expense figure of $2,504
does not include other travel or miscellaneous
expenses. He said students may be able to
arrange for cheaper accomodations,

will be selected by a faculty committee. Deadline
for application for the grants is April 2. Anyone
