We felt there were
better places, physically, to do comedy

Bad Comedy Night has a $2 cover
charge, a relatively low price as far as
entertainment covers go.

“We try to provide what the public
wants,” Patton said.

Since the comedy night started a
month and a half ago, a respectable
cro;vd of regulars hasafioeveloped, Patton
said.

The atmosphere is different than at
other bars. The crowd seems to be very
friendly and to know each other.
