Because of the hours he works as the
assistant director of public relations
with the Houston baseball team, Pool
said that he doesn't have any time to
step out of the Astrodome and enjoy the
Houston sun.

But the benefits of working for a
major-league baseball team far out-
weigh the fact that his body remains
untanned, Pool said.

Pool said that the Astros’ system of
sharing the public relations duties
among two individuals has worked out
extremely well.

Last fall, Houston general manager
Dick Wagner elected to hire Pool and
former Wichita State sports information
assistant Rob Matwick to handle the
Astro’s media needs.

Although the dual system was set up
in hopes that neither Pool nor Matwick
would have to work an enormous
number of hours, Pool still finds himself
working over 15 hours a day on game
days.

“It's a grind,” he said.

Pool said that he really hasn't noticed
much difference between the athletes
he used to deal with at Nebraska and
the professional athletes he now works
with.

Coming into his job with the Astros,
Pool said that he tempered his expecta-
tions to expect the worst from the
baseball players he would have to be

But once he arrived and got settled
into his office in the Astrodome, Pool
said that he found that professional
baseball players don't have any type of
ego problems.
