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Shepard’s ‘Simpatico’ opens at Blue Barn Theatre

To explore the unexplored: It is a mission the
Blue Barn Theatre’s staff takes seriously.

And when it strives to carry out that mission,
the Blue Barn often returns to the works of Sam
Shepard, Pulitzer Prize winner in 1979 and author
of more than 45 plays.

“Simpatico,” written in 1995, is just one exam-
ple of Shepard’s hard-hitting writing, and it opens
tonight at Omaha’s Blue Barn.

“(Shepard) has a really amazing gift of sort of
delving into the hidden world or the underworld of
America, and not many people can do that,” said
the play’s director, Kevin Lawler.

Neary also describes her character as some-
thing of a diversionary tactic who comes between
Carter and Vinny as a sort of messenger.

To complement the play with music is Omaha
blues artist MoJoPo.

“He will be playing live every night,” Lawler
said. “He’s sort of the old, wise man on the moun-
tain looking over the play.”

The Blue Barn typically uses recorded music
as its soundtrack, but Lawler wanted to give
“Simpatico” a unique touch.

Neary said MoJoPo’s music set off the play’s
message beautifully.

“It’s basically the soundtrack for the play,”
Neary said. “It gives (‘Simpatico’) a much lonelier
feeling than just lights or staging alone could give

But, Neary said, that forlorn attitude doesn’t
extend to everything in “Simpatico.”
