numbers, I think the statistics will be in 
our favor to stay in tier two,” he said. 

When trying to lure potential stu- 
dents to UNL, there isn’t much empha- 
sis on second- or third-tier ratings, said 
Larry Routh, interim director of 

Admissions. 
While rankings may get mentioned 

verbally, Routh said they aren’t printed 
in promotional materials. 

The ranking that rates UNL as pro- 
viding a great education at a great price 
is more helpful to Students, Routh said. 

“(The ranking) shows what we are 
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talking about that we are a great edu- 
cation at a great price,” he said. “It’s a 

great combination.” 
Two departments made an appear- 

ance in the magazine’s college guide. 
UNEs College of Engineering and 

Technology also made the list of best 
undergraduate engineering schools 
with doctorate programs. The school 
ranked 85th. 

John Ballard, associate dean of the 
college, said the rankings are subjec- 
tive and are not used much when 
recruiting undergraduates. 

The College of Business 
Administration made the list of best 
business programs with the ranking of 
No. 51. 

Gordon Karels, associate dean of 
CBA, said he was pleased UNL made 
the list. 

“I think it’s a compliment to our 

faculty,” Karels said. “We think the 
College of Business is a well-kept 
secret, and it’s finally getting the 
national attention it deserves.”

A body was found Monday after- 
noon by two workers returning from a

An autopsy was performed on the
