With just one compact disc out, 
Montgomery said the duo wasn’t afraid 
to play some cover songs in concert-as 
long as they came from one of its 
heroes, who include the likes of 
Daniels, David Allen Coe, Hank 
Williams Jr., Waylon Jennings, Willie 
Nelson, Merle Haggard and, of course, 
Lynyrd Skynyrd and the Allman 

Brothers Band. 
“They say they’re outlaws and 

stuff,” Montgomery said of his heroes. 
“We’ve been doing the same thing for 
years. We call it having fun, but if they 
want to put us in the outlaw company, 
what better company can you be in?” 

Montgomery also looks up to his 
brother John Michael, an Atlantic 
recording artist. Both Eddie 
Montgomery and Gentry played with 
John Michael before he was signed. 

Still, Eddie insists that his brother 
didn’t hook him up with the record 
deal. 

“John-boy’s always there,” 
Montgomery said, “but when we did 
this, we believed in our music. If we 

couldn’t do it ourselves, we didn’t want 
to do it.” 

But even with a record deal, 
Montgomery says, not much has 
changed except they no longer tote all 
their equipment in a ’73 Pinto.
