that unless the nmpire reversed his de-
eision, they would gather up their bats
and make o sneak for the sowth gite,
It enme about in the following man-
ner:  Nebraska was at the bat, two
men were out and three men were on
bases, The next man up to bat sent
an easy grounder toward third base,
Bliss, the ronner on thivd, was hit by
the ball, According to the rules, if It
was n fair ball, he was out, but if it
wns o foul, he was safe, The umpire

elry. After a great deal of persua-
slon used on both sides, order was re-
stored and the gume proceeded, Bt

from thig on, Tecumseh conld not get

together in any way, amd the game
was too much onesgided to even be in-
teresting, The pitehing foree of the
visitors was brought up one nfter an-
other and all were wo wlld that the
price on bases on balls took a decided
alump. DBefore the eighth inning had
been finished, sixteesn men  had  re-
ceived presents and had trotted to fivse,
In the sixth inning, another kKick wan
regristered, this time about the nmpire.
Porler, who had been doing l'x(-o-l{um,
work, especially on balls and strikes,
fmmediately withdrew, and was sue-
ceeded by Scott, This was only one of
the frequent interruptions which was
cansed r‘»y the visitors, Every inning
was marred in such a way that
spectators became justly disgusted.

The first inning opened up fast, with
Tecumseh at the bat, Ross went ont
easily on nn infield grounder. Mor-
rissey followed with a good left field
which rolled through the fence, By the
time it was recoversd, he had eom-
pleted the eirenit of the bases. Buf-
fum was presented with a base  on
ballg, but wag caugeht in an attempt to
steal second,  Townsend made the
thind aut, In the secom] half, Reeder
wis thrown out at first, Moore receiv*d
a base on balls, but dild not sneceed
in making the eirenir, ns DBliss and
Gordon made ciasy onts,

The visitors made apother in the sec-
ond on a bad muil of an ensy ant 11‘\'
MeDermott, and some wild throwing
on bases. Faor the nniversity MeDer-
mott sent an casy fly to Gore, Kiogs-
bury singled, but was forced out by
Bolen's  single. Tolen stole  seconl.

Reed-
er made the third out, leaving the men
an bases.

them, In the fifth the university piled
up eighit rung whieh practically won
the game. At no time after this did
the vislting team play harmoniously,
Two other pitehers, Faleall and Town-
send, were put in at different times,
but nothing proved of any avail, On
the other hand, the work of the home
team gradually improved and all set-
tled down to stralght base ball,

However, there were a few redeem-
ing features in the game. Thodes at
firgt, Gordon at third, and Bolen in
left field, & new man in university base
ball history, did good work through-
out. Bliss made an enviable record for
himself, After the first two or three
innings he setted down and had the
visitors at his mercy. Had he received
betiter support, the result would have
been decidely different.

The completer organization which it
has been the aim to bring about, has
iwen conspicuously in evidence this
sedr.  Never has the hoode of incoin-
ing students, with every specles nd
degree of preparation, been disposed
of with so little vexation and delay as
now, Great credit is due to the chair-
mhiadi of the envollment committes, U'ro
fessor Lees, for the efficiency of the
worlk,

The year has opened auspiciously,
aod with renewed effectiveness in the
work, throughout the departments of
the college. With 1o prejudice to any,
I think T should cill attention to the
enthusingm and suceess attendant up-
on the altered methods of instruetion
in the department of Wnglish, put in
effeet throughout this year. 1 have
ot Tamilinvized myself with it in de-
tnil, but am_ from what 1 have seen,
convineed that the experiment will be
of moment in the rhetorie tenching of
e |‘£|1H|“'.\'.

The exeltement consequent upon the
brenking ont of the war with Spain,
in the spring semestes, was much less
demarnlizing than could have been ox-
pected, Tt led to the enlistmeut of an
unnsually high proportion of our stu-
ilenis, und to the complete records in
the work, exeept in the case of seniors,
of nearly all. So far ag these enlisted
men have been able to retorn to phe
pniversity, B hos been found possible,
with but fesw excep ook, to make gond
all Qeficits without loss, and withoure
retaking the respective subjects.

A chief need ereated by the greater
strength and effeiency of the depart-
ments in this college, is of better pre-
parution in the candidate who enter in
the first  vear's work, The gap be-
pween our aecredited schools and the
puiversity is not closing, and in some
instances  appreciably widening. Of
conrse  the straightened  means  of
many of our  fributary  communitics
his had mueh to <o with this, But it
seems praetienble to suggest and per-
hops to urge that the preparatory
be carried on more generally, in o
high schools, by  teachers fitted to
teaeh severally at least one subject as
a specinlty,  Those high schools tht
e securing genduntes of the nniver-
sty for prepaeatory teaching are pal-
pably improving the general stundavd,

Students continuing to come o us
from oufside the state. and especially
from the east. 11 is gratifying to real-
ize that our unusnally aspiring, hard-
working and selfalenyving faculty are
winning recognition ontgide the state
they serve. So far as my observation
goes, there ig not another institution
anyvwhiere in which the members of the
fenching foree are so willing to help
evervbody in the college public nd
out of it, for mere love of their work
and of unbuilding men, Nothing with-
inor without augurs S0 much, it seems
to me, for the future growth and use-
fulness of the university,

The number of unclassed students
belonging to this college it has seemed
impracticable at this writing to deter-
mine, but would, sccording to the pro-
portions of last year, undoubtedly
pise the enrollment total to above a
thousand, Very respectfully submit-
