A student may begin
the texthook study of Romae history
with hig mind so stored  already by mis-
cellancous reading, with facts bearing on
the subject, that bt little new information
will be gained.  DBut his knowledge of
the matter in hand will now be arrngod
in a systemalic manner, and this 15 of
